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1.  In this character’s last appearance, she meets Christiane Amanpour in her pajamas, and later in that episode she and her mother postpone their tour of roller coasters so that she can take another job. One romantic interest of this character is a member of the Life and Death Brigade who assists her while she is doing research on that society for the student paper, and that love interest later travels to London to work in his father’s newspaper business before returning and proposing to her. Thanks to her grandparents (*) Emily and Richard, this woman is able to attend the prestigious Chilton prep school. This character’s first boyfriend is Dean, though she later goes out with Logan Huntzberger, and this resident of Stars Hollow was raised by her mother Lorelai. FTP, name this character played by Alexis Bledel on Gilmore Girls.
ANSWER: Rory Gilmore (prompt on last name)
2.  This man sings, “you gotta believe there’s something more” and “you gotta” believe in the titular entity “that lives inside us” in his leaked song “Voltage.” 12th Planet is featured on this man’s song “Needed Change” and his sampling of another song is depicted in the documentary RE:GENERATION. The music video to one of this man's songs ends with a still photo captioned “RIP Captain Ahab” while another features a bespectacled man stalking a young girl before she summons a black demon to kill him. His foray into (*) moombahton resulted in the song “Zoology” and his 2nd EP features songs like “Do Da Oliphant” and “Weekends!!!" featuring Sirah. “They're not ours because nobody can play the guitar” ends a song of his with a break claiming “And fuck you, rock and roll” which references his past as an emo rock singer. Also behind songs like “Kill EVERYBODY”, FTP, name this musician behind the Scary Monsters and Nice Sprites EP, best known for creating glitchy dubstep.
ANSWER: Skrillex or Sonny John Moore
3.  This team was the first MLB franchise to have one of its plays reversed by instant replay, when a Cliff Floyd home run was instead called a double. In 2006, this team became the first to have four rookies reach double digits in wins, including Anibal Sanchez, who threw a no-hitter in September. That same season, this team fired Joe (*) Girardi shortly after he won the NL Manager of the Year award. Created as an expansion team by former Blockbuster CEO Wayne Huizenga, this team is currently owned by art dealer Jeffrey Loria, who recently rebranded the team in concert with its new ballpark in Little Havana scheduled to open this spring. An expansion franchise that won its first World Series behind the play of Livan Hernandez and Jeff Conine, FTP, name this team that conducted fire sales after each of its two titles.
ANSWER: Miami Marlins (Prompt on “Florida” if only that is given; if player does give “Marlins,” mark incorrect)
4.  One character’s superior in this film recommends that he request a transfer away from his partner by admitting that he has uncontrollable flatulence, and another character comforts his young daughter by giving her an invisible, impenetrable cloak. Another character in this film is Anthony, who discusses his dislike of being (*) racially stereotyped before hijacking a car, and at the end of this film, Anthony discovers that a van he has stolen is full of Asian immigrants, whom he releases in Chinatown.Yet another scene in this film sees Officer Ryan of the LAPD rescue a woman from a car crash whom he had earlier pulled over for performing fellatio on her black husband, and the opening narration of this film is delivered by detective Graham Waters, played by Don Cheadle. FTP, name this Best Picture Oscar-winner that begins and ends with a depiction of the titular auto accident.
ANSWER: Crash
5. Twice married, this man’s current fiancee is Eddie Murphy’s ex-wife, and the cost of his second divorce prompted speculation that he would try to return to the NFL. An analyst on Fox NFL Sunday, he was also the producer and star of FOX’s short-lived Brothers. This defensive end controversially broke Mark Gastineau’s single season sack record when he sacked a sliding Brett (*) Favre, whom many claimed flopped to give this man the sack. A mentor to Osi Umenyiora, this man sacked Tom Brady in his final game, a victory over the undefeated Pats in Super Bowl 42. The. star of Subway commercials alongside former teammate Justin Tuck, FTP, name this gap-toothed former New York Giants star.
ANSWER: Michael Strahan
6.  After being told to “watch [his] butt,” one character in this film begins spinning in circles trying to look at his rear. One minor character in this film is injured when she is smacked in the face during a game of mini-golf, and that character had been sent by the antagonist, Kurt. One scene in this movie sees the performance of the song (*) “Not Just Knee Deep” in an insane asylum by a group of inmates led by George Clinton. One character in this movie is Otis, portrayed by Abe Vigoda, and the main character of this film is forced to get a job when he hits the Sinbad-played Mr. Wheat’s mailbox. That character, Dexter, befriends Ed, who creates an immensely popular secret sauce for the fast food restaurant he works at. FTP, name this Kenan Thompson and Kel Mitchell vehicle that was based off a sketch on Nickelodeon’s All That.
ANSWER: Good Burger
7.  One song by this band declares, “Hard times come, and hard times go, and in between you hope and pray the scars don’t show,” and another laments, “Pictures of you still make me cry, trying to live without your love.” Those songs are “Why Me?” and “Don’t Let It End,” and another song by this group notes, “when people lock their doors and hide inside, rumor has it it’s the end of Paradise.” That song later proclaims “Our memories of yesterday will last a lifetime,” and is titled “The (*) Best of Times.” One hit by this band proclaims “I’ve got to be free, free to face the life that’s ahead of me,” while in another hit the singer says, “I’m just a man whose circumstances went beyond his control.” The former song recalls “a gathering of angels appeared above my head,” and the latter describes how “my heart is human, my blood is boiling, my brain IBM,” before issuing a thank-you to the titular automaton. FTP, name this band behind “Come Sail Away” and “Mr. Roboto.” 
ANSWER: Styx
8.  In one game named after this character, he travels to the Black Edelweiss Institute and later interferes with a group of cultists who are attempting to summon Cthulu, and a TV series about this character pits him against Martin Fenwick and is titled after him in the 22nd Century. In another game, the developers’ lack of animation for this figure’s sidekick caused him to appear to silently teleport towards the protagonist when the camera was not on him. A recent depiction of this character sees him expose (*) Anderson’s affair with Sergeant Donovan, both of whom despise him, and that version of this character is portrayed by Benedict Cumberbatch on a BBC series. In another recent depiction, this character is presumed dead after falling over a waterfall with his nemesis, but reveals himself to a character played by Jude Law. Portrayed by Robert Downey, Jr. in a recent action film, FTP name this companion of Dr. Watson, a detective originally created by Arthur Conan Doyle.
ANSWER: Sherlock Holmes
9.  A guest appearance in this show sees Neil Patrick Harris appear as Doogie Howser to wonder if a woman’s already-enlarged breasts are big enough, and a running joke on the first season of this show was that the word “corn” would be mentioned in every episode. In an episode whose title is a parody of the title of this show’s pilot, a door-to-door salesman expires in the family kitchen, and in another episode, nobody notices when the youngest child in the central family stops talking. Early episodes depicted the protagonist as an employee at (*) Wellman Plastics, while she later came to own the Lanford Lunch Box with her sister Jackie. One of the titular character’s children on this show was played by Sarah Chalke in later seasons and was named Becky, while the other two children are Darlene and DJ. FTP, name this sitcom about the titular sarcastic working mother, played by an actress with the same first name, whose real last name is Barr.
ANSWER: Roseanne
10.  In Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles: Turtles in Time, you fight the pink haired alligator, L. Head on one of these. Slash Beast’s stage takes place on one of these in Megaman X4 and in Paper Mario: The Thousand Year Door, Zip Toad is revealed to be a disguised Doopliss on one of these. Cyan, Shadow, and Sabin flee from a ghost one of these in a forest in Final Fantasy VI. At the beginning of Uncharted 2, Drake must climb up one of these that is (*) dangling off of a mountain. Cid, Yuffie, and Barret have to stop one of these from crashing through North Corel, but a more famous scene involving this means of transportation in Final Fantasy VII is when Cloud is riding one at the start of the game. The most recent DS Legend of Zelda game sees Link ride these vehicles that are part of the reason that that game is subtitled “Spirit Tracks.” FTP, name this type of vehicle that you may recognize from playing Sid Meier’s Railroads.
ANSWER: trains [accept equivalents]
11.  One possibly apocryphal story about this movie claims an extra who spontaneously threw a bottle and yelled “Think fast!” at a character in one scene had to be given an SAG card. The protagonist of this movie is punched in the face and called a “sicko” by a father after putting on his production of the story of Abelard for that man’s daughter. That protagonist begins working at (*) LesterCorp, which is on the 7 1/2th floor of its building. The main character of this film lives with his Cameron Diaz-portrayed girlfriend, who he locks in a cage with her monkey. That man, Craig Schwarz, is a puppeteer who discovers a portal that dumps its user out onto the New Jersey turnpike after 15 minutes. FTP, name this Charlie Kaufman film, starring John Cusack, about a portal that allows people to inhabit the title actor’s mind.
ANSWER: Being John Malkovich
12.  This episode contains a one-sided discussion about how villainous the name “Murdstone” is, and the protagonist is told he “[does] not function within the organization.” That protagonist is later forced to go play cards at the Philips’ house, and finds that his poetry anthology has been marked over and covered up. That character eventually finds himself reading a newspaper with the headline (*) “H-Bomb Capable of Total Destruction.” The protagonist of this episode contemplates shooting himself before finding the ruins of his local library, and this episode ends with the protagonist on his knees declaring, “That’s not fair!” when he breaks his glasses after finally having an interrupted period to read. FTP, name this episode which sees Burgess Meredith star as bibliophile Henry Bemis, one of the most famous episodes of The Twilight Zone.
ANSWER: “Time Enough at Last”
13.  In one webcomic, one of these creatures who wears glasses  is obsessed with the show Bailiffs of Witchclyde and has a passionate hatred for barbers. In Sinfest, one of these creatures is named Percy who has adventures at the artist’s home and in Questionable Content, one named Mieville is often seen with Dora. The gray Leo and pink Aeris fit the title description in a webcomic about the (*) VG, or video game, type of this animal. In one xkcd strip, a graph shows the decline of human intelligence when in proximity to one of these animals. One of these animals named Roast Beef gains notoriety after Ray captions a photo of him sitting in the Volvo of despair as part of a meme in one Achewood arc. FTP, name this animal that is notably not present in the webcomic Garfield Minus Garfield.
ANSWER: cats [accept equivalents]
14.  A line from this song is sampled following the lyric "walking high and mighty like she's number one" in "Hey Ladies," by The Beastie Boys, and this song was inspired by a bottle-throwing incident at the Grand Hall in Kilmarnock, Scotland. In this song, the singer claims that "my dreams are getting so strange, I'd like to tell you everything I see" and laments "I'm reaching out for something, touching nothing's all I ever do." He relates that "the band started (*) leaving, 'cause they all stopped breathing," and compares the atmosphere to "lightning, everybody was frightening." This song opens with the frontman asking his bandmates if they're ready, after which he yells "alright, fellas, let's go!" and in this song, there is "a man at the back, as a matter of fact, his eyes are as red as the sun," and "a girl in the corner let no one ignore her 'cause she thinks she's the passionate one." FTP, name this 1973 song by The Sweet, in which "the man in the back said 'everyone attack' and it turned into" the title event.
ANSWER: “The Ballroom Blitz”
15.  One practitioner of this system, Tim Cone, taught himself the basics by watching NBA games on the Far East Network, and used it to capture 9 titles with the Alaska Milkmen in the Philippines. Pioneered  by Sam Barry at USC,  its most famous guru refined it while coaching at Kansas State after playing for Barry in the 1940s. Also called the (*) “triple post,” the key players in setting this up are positioned in the strong-side block, corner and wing. The key feature of this offense is that any player on the floor may occupy the post, with the ball rotating until a size mismatch is created there. Utilized by both the Jordan/Pippen  Bulls and Kobe/Shaq Lakers, FTP, name this offense most associated with Phil Jackson and Tex Winter.
ANSWER: Triangle Offense (Accept “Triple Post” until mentioned)
16.  This woman appears as herself on an episode of How I Met Your Mother, in which she quotes Shakespeare to Marshall as he debates masturbating at work. She also appears in an episode of 90210 in which she tells Naomi that she shouldn’t expect friends to give her dresses for free, and she is set to appear as Ava in Tyler Perry’s upcoming film The Marriage Counselor. This woman also costarred in Disaster Movie, where she played Calvin’s girlfriend Lisa who is killed by a meteor. An (*) E! channel special about a certain event in this woman’s life aired in October 2011, but later that same month this woman would file for divorce after having been married for only 72 days. FTP, name this sister of Khloe and Kourtney, who starred in a reality show about Keeping Up With her family and was briefly married to Kris Humphries.
ANSWER: Kim Kardashian (or Kimberly Kardashian, prompt on “Kardashian”)
17.  One role by this man was as a reality TV producer who is killed by Mason after attacking Daisy; that is as Ray Summers on Dead Like Me. He also narrated the documentary-within-a-show that aired on the 100th episode of Monk, and had a starring role as ad agency worker Mason McGuire in the short-lived Trust Me. In this man’s most notable role, he was at one time the employee of a secret agent named Malcolm who helped fake the death of Stan, and he also worked at the law firm of (*) Doucette & Stein. That character’s friends include the wealthy socialite Karen Walker, the flamboyantly gay Jack McFarland, and a woman with whom that character lives, though they do not have a romantic relationship because he is also gay. FTP, name this actor who played the best friend of Debra Messing’s character on Will & Grace.
ANSWER: Eric McCormack
18.  One minor character in this film is the John Anderson-portrayed California Charlie, a used car dealer. One of the main characters in this film is unnerved by a highway patrolman who catches her sleeping in her car and later follows her. Saul Bass claimed that he had directed one pivotal scene in this movie, and one character in this film calls in sick to her boss George Lowery before taking off with $40,000, intended for her lover, Sam. (*) Milton Arbogast is killed after falling down a flight of stairs in this movie, and the body of another character is dumped into a swamp along with her car by the title figure. The end of this movie sees a psychiatrist explain the premise of the film in a 5 minute speech. FTP, name this movie about the Anthony Perkins-portrayed Norman Bates, who owns a motel where he stabs Marion Crane to death in the shower, a film directed by Alfred Hitchcock.
ANSWER: Psycho
19.  One music video featuring this person begins with a photo of praying hands falling to the ground followed soon by a storm of photos bustling in the wind. There she sings about “wanderin' the desert for a thousand days” and “missing you so much” because “a day without you” is like the titular time, “A Year Without Rain.” Another of her songs tells you to “pick up the phone” even though “nobody's on it” and repeatedly requests you to “smile for the camera” and says “you know I'll be around” when you engage in the titular activity, (*) “Falling Down.” In another song she sings about “how you chose to express yourself” being the titular adverb and that “you are the thunder and I'm the lightning.” FTP, name this Disney Channel star and singer of the songs “Round and Round” and “Naturally.”
ANSWER: Selena Marie Gomez
20. This man’s golf course design firm has created two of the three courses used on a rotating basis for the Houmana Challenge, formerly the Bob Hope Classic, which this man won in its inaugural year. This golfer had earlier reestablished the British Open as a major tournament for American golfers, winning it in back to back years, though he had lost it the first time he played during an attempt to equal Ben (*) Hogan’s 1953 sweep of the three major championships. The honorary starter at the Masters, a tournament he played for 50 consecutive years, this man’s rabid following in the 1960s earned his fans the nickname of this man’s “Army.” The owner of a notably unorthodox swing he learned from his father, FTP, name this four-time Masters champ, also the namesake of a popular drink.
ANSWER: Arnold Palmer
1. At the end of this film, the protagonist recalls how her grandmother used to place jasmine petals in her bra. FTPE:
[10] Name this French animated film based on a graphic novel of the same name, about a girl growing up during the Iranian Revolution. It was nominated for an Oscar for Best Animated Feature.
ANSWER: Persepolis
[10] Another serious animated film is this one, nominated for the Best Foreign Language Oscar, about director Ari Folman’s recollections of the 1982 Israeli war with Lebanon.
ANSWER: Waltz With Bashir
[10] A nonanimated film that was nominated for the Best Foreign Language Oscar is Lagaan, which was ranked in Empire magazine’s list of the best in world cinema, and is set in this country.
ANSWER: India
2. One of the big perks of winning a title is going to the White House. Name some athletes who screwed that privilege up, FTPE:
[10] The White House instituted a dress code for visiting athletes after the women’s lacrosse team from this school had several members show up in flip flops in 2006.
ANSWER: Northwestern University
[10] This enthusiast of riding three-wheeled motorcycles around the Beltway while packing multiple guns may or may not have been banned from joining the 2011 Mavs on their trip to meet Obama. 
ANSWER: Delonte West
[10] Obama invited this team to the White House 25 years after their title, as their original trip was cancelled due to the Challenger explosion. The invite came too late for former stars Walter Payton and Dave Duerson.
ANSWER: 1985 Chicago Bears
3.  Name some artists who keep writing the same song over and over again, for ten points each:
[10] One famous culprit of writing samey-sounding songs is this Canadian band, whose sludgy rock has produced songs like “Photograph,” “Rockstar,” and “How You Remind Me.”
ANSWER: Nickelback
[10] One group that was a little more blatant about trying to write the same song over and over again was Tag Team, whose greatest hit was this song. Neither the Spanish version of this song, nor the song”Here It Is, Bam!” succeeded in lighting up the charts.
ANSWER: “Whoomp! (There It Is)”
[10] This schizophrenic Chicago-based artist wrote the same song over and over again thousands of times, only replacing the lyrics and ending each song with a product slogan. Songs like “Rock and Roll McDonalds” became surprisingly successful.
ANSWER: Wesley Willis (or “Wesley Willis Fiasco”)
4.  This entity was first played by George Baker, and the only people to play them in multiple episodes were Colin Gordon and Leo McKern. FTPE:
[10] Name this mysterious, constantly changing figure of authority, who was played by Ian McKellen in a reboot of a certain series. These figures were sometimes symbolized by an image of a penny farthing bicycle.
ANSWER: Number Two
[10] Number Two was the head of the Village in this British sci-fi/spy television series created by Patrick McGoohan. It concerns Number Six’s attempts to escape from the Village, which is guarded by a floating bubble named Rover. Six eventually declares, “I am not a number, I am a free man!”
ANSWER: The Prisoner
[10] This episode was the most famous of The Prisoner, featuring a human chess game. It shares its name with a detective series starring Anthony George. 
ANSWER: “Checkmate”
5.  Answer the following about different men with the same name, FTPE.
[10] The host of The Daily Show since 1999 has been this comedian. He also co-hosted a “Rally to Restore Sanity and/or Fear” in Washington, D.C.
ANSWER: Jon Stewart (or Jonathan Stuart Leibowitz)
[10] Another Jonathan Stewart is a running back for this NFL team that drafted him 13th overall in 2008. More questionable draft choices by this team included taking Jimmy Clausen in the second round in 2010.
ANSWER: Carolina Panthers (accept either part)
[10] In the DC universe, John Stewart was chosen by the Guardians to be a “backup” Green Lantern to Hal Jordan after an earthquake caused injury to this previous backup, who becomes a Red Lantern during the events of  Blackest Night.
ANSWER: Guy Gardner
6.  Name some psychologists from television series, FTPE:
[10] This squiggly cartoon psychologist analyzed comedians when he wasn’t dealing with his slacker son Ben. He appeared in a namesake Comedy Central show.
ANSWER: Dr. Jonathan Katz
[10] This real-life psychologist with a namesake TV show hit it big after being promoted by Oprah. He offers marriage advice on his show, which is a little odd as his own first marriage lasted only three years.
ANSWER: Dr. Phil McGraw
[10] Sure, you may know that Dr. Melfi is Tony Soprano’s therapist, but she frequently saw this therapist and colleague for her own personal issues. He was played by Peter Bogdanovich.
ANSWER: Dr. Elliot Kupferberg
7.  For a revered alt-comedy figure, David Cross sure has appeared in a lot of children’s movies for a paycheck. FTPE:
[10] Cross plays the predatory music producer Ian Hawke in this series of kid’s movies. This series featured a “Squeakquel” before their recent third movie, which took place on a cruise ship.
ANSWER: Alvin and the Chipmunks
[10] Cross played a fish in a gigantic robo-suit in this 2010 superhero-based Dreamworks flick starring Will Ferrell as the title supervillain, who defeats his nemesis, the Brad Pitt-voiced Metro Man.
ANSWER: Megamind
[10] Cross plays a toy-making executive who creates both the Gorgonites and a group of commandos that square off in this 1998 film that combined live action and computer animation.
ANSWER: Small Soldiers
8. Of this event, Red Smith wrote in the New York Herald Tribune, “The art of fiction is dead.” FTPE:
[10] Name this event preceded by singles by Alvin Dark and Don Mueller and followed by Russ Hodge’s call of, “THE GIANTS WIN THE PENNANT! THE GIANTS WIN THE PENNANT!”
ANSWER: Shot Heard ‘Round the World, (Accept also Bobby Thomson’s home run)
[10] When Thomson hit the shot, this rookie centerfielder was on deck. He would miss the following two seasons serving in Korea before returning to make an OK play on a Vic Wertz fly in the 1954 World Series.
ANSWER: Willie Mays
[10] Before Thomson began his at-bat, Dodgers manager Charlie Dressen decided to have this pitcher relieve Don Newcombe, leaving Clem Labine in the bullpen since Labine’s curveball was off during warmups.
ANSWER: Ralph Branca
9.  One song by this band includes the line, “and when the music plays, and when the words are touched with sorrow.” FTPE:
[10] Name this English rock band behind “Your Wildest Dreams” who also released 1967’s “Nights in White Satin.”
ANSWER: The Moody Blues
[10] This Moody Blues hit has lyrics that may be seen as a continuation of those in “Your Wildest Dreams.” It describes how “the mist is lifting slowly, I can see the way ahead,” and how “the secret of your beauty and the mystery of your soul, I’ve been searching for in everyone I meet.”
ANSWER: “I Know You’re Out There Somewhere”
[10] The Moody Blues released a live album of a 1992 concert at this U.S. amphitheatre. The Dave Matthews Band also released a live album recorded here.
ANSWER: Red Rocks Amphitheatre
10.  Answer some questions about a real life event in comics, FTPE:
[10] This event was memorialized in the “Black Issue” of Amazing Spider-Man, which saw Spidey and Captain America help in the aftermath of this event. 
ANSWER: 9/11 [accept reasonable equivalents]
[10] Interestingly, on September 12th, 2001, a Superman comic was published in which aliens destroyed the World Trade Center. In the same issue, the headquarters of this archenemy of Superman were similarly exploded at the top.
ANSWER: Lex Luthor
[10] This Brian K. Vaughan series follows Mitchell Hundred who becomes mayor of New York City after he prevents some of the damage to the city using his ability to talk to machines.
ANSWER: Ex Machina
11.  Name some shows you might have watched on the History Channel, FTPE.
[10] Among the programs of dubious historical relevance that air on the station is this one, which features drivers like Hugh Rowland and rookie T.J. Tilcox, who are drivers on the titular freezing streets.
ANSWER: Ice Road Truckers
[10] The first appearance of the Ice Road Truckers was in a documentary that was re-aired as an episode of this long-running series, currently narrated by Max Raphael, that is typically about feats of engineering, architecture, and science. 
ANSWER: Modern Marvels
[10] This other show followed in the footsteps of Ice Road Truckers but is instead about different logging companies, like Gustafson Logging and Stump-Branch Logging.
ANSWER: Ax Men
12.  The only three games he has missed at the professional level due to injury came after Brady Quinn dove at his legs during a turnover in 2009. FTPE:
[10] Name this pass rusher who set the NCAA single season sack record while at Arizona State in the early 2000s.
ANSWER: Terrell Suggs [accept T-Sizzle]
[10] During the Week 9 Ravens-Steelers game, Suggs introduced himself as Sizzle from this fictional college. Its name was taken from the Jay-Z/Kayne song, “Niggas in Paris.”
ANSWER: Ball So Hard University
[10] On ESPN First Take, Suggs has debated with Skip Bayless several times about whether this Broncos quarterback is starting caliber or not. This man is also famous for a namesake action where one gets down on one’s knee and prays.
ANSWER: Tim Tebow (do not accept the Son of Elway)
13.  Answer some questions about MMORPGs that are not World of Warcraft, FTPE:
[10] This early MMO published by Sony Online Entertainment takes place in the setting of Norrath. Its release in 1999 followed Ultima Online in 1997 and in Novmber 2011 its eighteenth expansion was released.
ANSWER: Everquest [prompt on EQ]
[10] This science fiction game is notable for its emergent social behavior of player-controlled corporations.  The developer CCP Games takes a hands-off approach to in-game behavior, such as trading the in-game currency Isk for PLEX, the equivalent of a subscription fee.
ANSWER: Eve Online
[10] Taking place on the continent of Telara, this game rips massively off of WoW, but supports its claim of being different by having the titular randomly-spawning portals which force the community to work together to close them.
ANSWER: Rift
14.  Answer some questions relating to the heyday of New Wave music, FTPE.

[10] This new wave group behind “Space Age Love Song” inspired a namesake kind of haircut and had their biggest hit with “I Ran.”
ANSWER: A Flock of Seagulls
[10] This group, named after some comics characters, was a British new wave band that had hits with “In the Name of Love” and “Lies.” They were formed by Tom Bailey, and their biggest album was Into the Gap.
ANSWER: The Thompson Twins
15.  This woman caused outrage among parents of Rutgers University students after being paid $32,000 for a speech in which she advised students, “study hard, but party harder.” FTPE:
[10] Name this woman who got her nickname, that of a male character from Save the Last Dance, for being the first of her middle school friends to make out with a guy. She has a notable hair pouf. 
ANSWER: Snooki or Nicole Elizabeth Polizzi
[10] Snooki and her castmates Mike “The Situation” Sorrentino and Jennifer “JWoww” Farley appear on this mind-numbing MTV reality show.
ANSWER: The Jersey Shore
[10] This friend of Snooki was introduced in season 3 of the show, though she had tried out for the first season. She describes herself as “a blast in a glass.”
ANSWER: Deena Nicole Cortese (accept either underlined part)
16.  Name some shooting guards who were tearing it up in the late 1990s, FTPE:
[10] This man, nicknamed “The Answer,” played for the Philadelphia 76ers for more than a decade after leaving Georgetown. He is now a free agent and is presumably eagerly awaiting a call from a team at this very moment.
ANSWER: Allen Iverson [accept AI]
[10] This former Piston replaced John Starks as the Knicks starting 2-guard in 1996. An amnesty rule named after him created by the 2005 CBA was actually not used on him, but on fellow Knick Jerome Williams.
ANSWER: Allen Houston
[10] This teammate of Jason Kidd’s on the Nets was a former Villanova player who finished out his career with the Clippers before injuries forced him to retire.
ANSWER: Kerry Kittles
17.  This character was supposedly based off of Adlai Stevenson. FTPE:
[10] Name this man who is advised by Buck Turgidson. He is a serious-looking bald man with glasses who spends most of the film he appears in scrambling to find an important recall code.
ANSWER: Merkin Muffley
[10] President Merkin Muffley is a Peter Sellers-portrayed character in this 1964 movie that satirizes Cold War nuclear tensions.
ANSWER: Dr. Strangelove: Or How I Learned to Stop Worrying and Love the Bomb
[10] TJ Kong, the commander of the B-52 that ultimately drops the bomb in Dr. Strangelove, is played by this character actor who mostly appeared in Westerns like The Cowboys and Blazing Saddles.
ANSWER: Slim Pickens
18.  The protagonist of this novel is Quentin Coldwater, who is admitted to Brakebills Academy before finding passage to the Narnia-like land of Fillory. FTPE:
[10] Name this novel, written by Lev Grossman, in which Quentin’s girlfriend Alice becomes a niffin to defeat The Beast and save Fillory.
ANSWER: The Magicians
[10] Lev Grossman is also a writer and book critic for this weekly news magazine whose most notable feature may be its “Person of the Year” issue.
ANSWER: TIME
[10] Grossman reviewed this young-adult novel, by Suzanne Collins, for TIME. Set to be released as a film later this year, the book features sixteen year-old Katniss Everdeen of District Twelve, who is forced to compete in a competition to the death in an outdoor arena.
ANSWER: The Hunger Games
19.  This song begins with the lyrics “At home, drawing pictures of mountaintops.” For ten points each:
[10] Name this song that claims that the title figure “spoke in class today,” about a school shooting.
ANSWER: “Jeremy”
[10] This band behind “Jeremy” also included songs like “Alive” and “Even Flow” on their breakthrough album Ten. Fronted by Eddie Vedder, they are one of the best-known grunge bands, and they engaged in a long-running dispute with Ticketmaster.
ANSWER: Pearl Jam
[10] This other Pearl Jam song off Vitalogy claims “She don’t want” the title figure anymore, who “coulda been something.” It’s often played alongside “Better Man” and “Leatherman.”
ANSWER: “Nothingman”
20.  This man’s film roles have included Signor Pirelli in the film version of Sweeney Todd, and he is set to play Thenardier in an upcoming release of Les Miserables. FTPE:
[10] Name this English comedian and actor who also played Inspector Gustav in Hugo and the title character in a mockumentary about a fashion journalist. 
ANSWER: Sacha Baron Cohen
[10] Baron Cohen’s best-known character is probably this one, which he featured in a film subtitled “Cultural Learnings of America for Make Benefit Glorious Nation of Kazakhstan.” The character’s overt anti-Semitism is evident in his coverage of the annual “Running of the Jew.” 
ANSWER: Borat Sagdiyev
[10] Baron Cohen voices King Julien XIII in this animated film franchise, where he originally plays host to Gloria, Marty, Alex, and Melman.
ANSWER: Madagascar
