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1.  This franchise’s original nickname came from an abbreviation for “South Philadelphia Hebrew Association,” and prior to a game on the ice of the Pond in Central Park, this team’s famously brash coach boasted, “We excel on ice.” This team famously won a game 100-99 thanks to the play of Eddie Mahar, and, after that game, one player from this team noted that the crowd looked at them like "we killed Santa Claus." Replaced for a time by a squad named the New York (*) Nationals, this team’s players are permitted to go full throttle on offense every play, but during its opponent’s “reams,” they are required to play along with gag plays its opponent runs, often performed while the song “Sweet Georgia Brown” plays. The foil of a team that featured the talents of Connie Hawkins, Curley Neal and Meadowlark Lemon at various points, FTP, name this squad of lovable losers who rarely defeat their rivals, the Harlem Globetrotters.

ANSWER: Washington Generals
2.  In the final movie this man filmed with one of his most notable collaborators, he played a former mental patient who is thought to be a millionaire due to a case of mistaken identity. That film is Another You, while in a more notable role he plays a tune that is identified as Rachmaninoff in order to disengage a musical lock. This man also has a role as the doctor of a man who is in love with a sheep in Everything You’ve Always Wanted to Know About Sex, as well as a role as a man with fast reflexes who introduces himself as (*) “Jim, but most people call me... Jim.” One of this man’s most famous scenes sees his character drift down a tunnel in an edible boat while psychedelic images play on the walls to the fright of Mike Teevee and his companions, while in another film this actor dances to “Puttin’ on the Ritz” with his creation. FTP, name this man who starred as the original Willy Wonka, and also in the films Blazing Saddles and Young Frankenstein. 

ANSWER: Gene Wilder or Jerome Silberman
3.  In one episode, this man offers a woman in a coffee shop 100 dollars to borrow her pen, which leads to every customer pulling out a pen to offer him. In another episode, this man informs a 17 year-old that that character’s “thing” is not having a “thing.” Later, this man takes that character’s suggestion that he should go on a dinner date with his estranged wife to the restaurant Soup Plantation, where she breaks up with him again after he starts a food fight with a young girl. He is filmed making out with Judith, and in this character’s first appearance, he decides to purchase a (*) Malibu beach house after having a threesome in it. This man made his fortune from selling his website to Microsoft, and his sudden appearance on the balcony after trying to drown himself in the ocean causes Alan to accidentally spill the ashes of his brother, Charlie Harper. FTP, name this genius billionaire played by Ashton Kutcher, a new regular on Two and a Half Men.
ANSWER: Walden Schmidt
4.  This song is played after “Take Me Out to the Ballgame” during the 7th inning stretch at Angel Stadium. It notes, “to you I’m a toy, but I could be the boy you adore if you’d just let me go,” as well as “although you’re untrue, I’m attracted to you more and more” before asking “why do I need you so?” This song’s first verse recalls, “I went to the door, I can’t take any more, it’s not you.” That verse begins  by quoting the addressee with the line, “‘I’ll be over at ten,’ you told me time and again.” This song’s bridge requests, (*) “baby baby, try to find a little time and I’ll make you mine” before noting that “I’ll be beside the phone waiting for you,” and the singer notes in the chorus that of all the addressee’s faults, “worst of all, you never call, baby, when you say you will.” Declaring that “I need you more than anyone darlin’,” FTP name this song by The Foundations in which the singer is repeatedly let down by a woman he compares to the titular yellow flower.

ANSWER: “Build Me Up Buttercup”
5.  Groups depicted in this game include the French terrorist group Silhouette, whose leader is Chad Dumier, the Minister of True Lies.  After rescuing Gary Savage's daughter at a gas station near Vandenburg, the player can exploit a glitch to earn infinite skill points.  This game includes excerpts from the fictional book Jacob's Shadow and the real book The Man Who Was Thursday.  At one point, the protagonist must escape prison with the help of Daedalus, and then flies to Hong Kong to meet with (*) Tracer Tong.  The protagonist unravels a plot in which Bob Page, head of the Majestic Twelve, infects the world with the Grey Death and rations the only cure, Ambrosia.  Taking place in a dystopian near future where nanotechnology augmentation has become commonplace, FTP, name this shooter RPG published by Eidos in 2000, whose 2011 prequel was subtitled “Human Revolution.”

ANSWER:  Deus Ex [prompt on "DX"]

6.  A former teammate of this man has filed a whistle-blower lawsuit against him under the U.S. False Claims Act after providing information to federal investigator Jeff Novitzky. A recent piece in Outside magazine raised questions as to how this man’s charity, founded in 1997, disperses funds, and he ended his career in early 2011 after (*) racing for the RadioShack team at the Tour Down Under. The victory that launched this man to international acclaim was lessened by the absence of rivals Marco Pantani and Jan Ullrich, though he beat Ullrich the following year by more than 6 minutes. The former fiancee of Sheryl Crow, FTP, name this former teammate of  Floyd Landis at US Postal, a former Tour de France winner and the world’s most famous uni-baller.

ANSWER: Lance Armstrong
7. One house in this city is burnt to the ground after it was promised to Damien Flemming. The members of a black Baptist church just outside of this city were the witnesses of the drowning of a Jewish federal agent. A photography store in this city was the scene of a fight which occurred after Robert Dittrich was mistaken as “the kissing friend” of Tommy’s mother and was closed down after Mary went to Paris without (*) Angela. One person who recently moved to this city named Richard Harrow wears an iron mask over half of his face and was recruited by one resident of this city who was working with Al Capone in Chicago. Margaret Schroder lived in a poor part of this city until she moved into the Carlton Ritz with Nucky Thompson. FTP, name this city, the playground of America in the 1920s, and the New Jersey location of Boardwalk Empire.

ANSWER: Atlantic City
8.  It’s not Ke$ha’s “Blow,” but this music video begins with a unicorn silhouetted inside a pink triangle, which introduces a prologue that is concluded with the singer asking, “How can I protect something so perfect, without evil?” This song asserts, “subway kid, rejoice your truth” after saying “give yourself prudence and love your friends,” and its beginning notes “it doesn’t matter if you love (*) him, or capital H-I-M.” This song also advises “don’t hide yourself in regret, just love yourself and you’re set,” and includes the command “don’t be a drag, just be a queen.” This song begins, “my mama told me when I was young, we are all born superstars.” Characterized in its music video as “the manifesto of Mother Monster,” FTP name this equal-rights anthem and title track from an album by Lady Gaga. 

ANSWER: “Born This Way” 
9.  This man compliments another character on his neckroll before borrowing it and throwing it away, and in another scene recounts a story of how his uncle saw an albino polar bear that was black. In another appearance this man kicks a cell phone out of the hand of a child on a field trip; that child later tasers this character in the face. This man succeeds in counting cards with the help of a stripper named Jade, and uses that money to pay off a debt to a (*) naked man who hits him with a crowbar, and who is later this character’s plus-one to a wedding. Before that wedding, this character witnesses the seeming death of Leslie Chow, and is forced to travel around Thailand in a sequel to a film in which this character assists in kidnapping Mike Tyson’s tiger and gives roofies to members of his self-proclaimed “Wolfpack.” FTP, name this friend of Phil and Stu, a bumbling character played by Zach Galifianakis in The Hangover films. 

ANSWER: Alan Garner (prompt on Garner)

10.  One resident of this location was forced to kill his brother Luca by the Cosa Nostra and later drives two more notable characters to the Sacred Oaks district. Vito was instructed to deliver those characters to Don Giacco Magliozzi. Another character from this place is doped up by the drug wizard Maxine, but with some help from the Captain, Wallace is able to kill her, Delia, and Gordo at a gas station outside of the Santa Yolanda (*) tar pits. Another famous locale in this city housed the efforts of Kevin to consume people’s souls through cannibalism, and that family farm was also where Cardinal Roark was murdered by Marv. The stripper Nancy Callahan and officer Dwight McCarthy are often found in the Old Town red light district of this city. FTP, name this city drawn exclusively in black and white in a series of comics written by Frank Miller.

ANSWER: Sin City [accept Basin City and Sacred Oaks before mentioned]

11.  A Japanese Game Gear game created for this character is titled after him “in Magical World,” and in another appearance, this character is the subject of a car chase by two Michelin Man cops who had been discussing the merits of keeping cheetahs in captivity. A series of Klasky-Csupo animated features about this character were titled after his “Wacky Adventures,” and those films include one in which the protagonists discover the ancestor of another character named Henry H. (*) Burglar II. This figure has a dog named Sundae and his other friends include a female bird in a pink dress and a large purple figure named Grimace, along with Mayor McCheese, and a commercial that depicts this character secretly ordering fast food in a trench coat was produced by Burger King. FTP, name this mascot of a certain fast food chain, a yellow and red clown.

ANSWER: Ronald McDonald
12.  The protagonist of this film expresses his belief that the Beatles should only be listened to with earmuffs, and in another scene in this film that protagonist doubts the alias of another character after sighting the initials “T.M.” on a rifle case. One directive in this movie is referred to as “Rock-a-Bye Baby,” which is a part of Operation Grand Slam, a plan which this film’s protagonist mentions in order to avoid death after he is strapped to a (*) table with a laser beam slowly traveling towards his body. Another famous scene in this film sees a character suffer death by “skin suffocation” after being coated in paint of a certain color, an act which may have been carried out by an antagonist who wears a razor-edged bowler hat. The titular antagonist’s plan to irradiate the reserve at Fort Knox is thwarted after the protagonist kills Oddjob in, FTP, what James Bond film whose theme declares that the titular villain has “the Midas touch?”

ANSWER: Goldfinger
13.  In one installment of the New Scooby Doo Movies, the gang exposes the couple who is behind a monster called The Vulture by accidentally hitting it with one of this character’s Roman candles fireworks. On a show with which this man is better associated, this man mistakes a cosmetics saleswoman for a respondent to his newspaper ad for a wife, while in another episode his illness is cured when he eats a doctor’s thermometer and the mercury makes him feel better. In a film appearance, this figure is uninjured when Debbie, who is really the serial killer “The Black Widow,” attempts to kill this man by throwing a (*) toaster into his tub, and one trademark of this character is his ability to generate electricity, a feat he often demonstrates by sticking lightbulbs in his mouth. This character is served along with the rest of his family by Lurch, and is usually depicted as the brother of Gomez. FTP, name this bald member of the Addams Family.

ANSWER: Uncle Fester
14.  In one song by this group, the singer laments, “sometimes I feel as cold as steel,” after observing, “I see a light, a little hole, and a little girl.” Another song by this group declares that the singer performs the titular action “when lies become the truth,” and notes “this world keeps spinning faster, into a new disaster.” Those songs are “Hello World” and “I Run to You,” while another song by this band begins by asking “tell me have you ever wanted someone so much it hurts?” and is called (*) “We Owned the Night.” This band’s best-known song says, “another shot of whiskey, can’t stop looking at the door” and asks, “I wonder if I ever cross your mind” because “for me it happens all the time.” FTP, name this country-pop trio who recounts a time when “it’s a quarter after one, I’m a little drunk” in their single “Need You Now.”

ANSWER: Lady Antebellum
15.  One man with this last name instituted the motto “Meet at the quarterback” while coaching a group that included Gary Larsen, Carl Eller, Jim Marshall and Alan Page, and he had earlier helped coach the defense that held the Colts to seven points in the 1969 Super Bowl. The wife of another man with this last name was featured in a Deadspin post that speculated that he and his wife posted (*) foot fetish videos on Youtube. Another man with this last name recently saw his defense get torched by the Giants in the final game of the regular season, costing the Cowboys the NFC East title. Also the last name of Falcons QB Matt, FTP, name this last name famously shared by father Buddy and brothers Ryan and Rob.

ANSWER: Ryan
16.  In one series of videos on this website, it is revealed that people on the East Coast travel exclusively in hot air balloons, and that series concludes with the titular agents of this website discovering the Chief’s identity. A more recent webseries is about a hipster’s life that always gets strange, “Next Time On Lonnie.” Four writers from this website gather in Santa Monica diners at the title time to discuss odd trends in pop culture in their “After Hours” segment. Three times a week this website sponsors a contest for photoshopped pictures that fit a given theme, called (*) Photoplasty. The most-read writer for this website, Dan O’Brien is the brother of head editor, Jack O’Brien. FTP, name this comedy website which declares that it has been “America’s only humor site since 1958,” and which features charts and lists of stuff like “6 Classic Movie Monsters Likely to Be Ruined Next.”

ANSWER: Cracked.com

17.  At one point in this movie, after a CDE executive unrolls a long chart, it is revealed that the complaints of a group of teachers has caused the cancellation of the hit show Punch Teacher. Another scene sees the protagonists exclaim their agreement that life is a fillet of fish. One character who travels with the protagonists uses the self-destruct system to blow up his toilet factory, and another is told to not play the drums after a fight breaks out at an anger-management clinic for celebrities. The person who started that fight was later knocked out by the main characters and was dressed in a tuxedo, causing one character to exclaim, “You kidnapped (*) Jack Black?” Tex Richman’s attempt to buy the old studio of the title group ends in failure as they reunite for another show, which features a performance of “The Rainbow Connection.” FTP, name this 2011 movie in which Amy Adams and Jason Segel help the title group that includes Kermit the Frog.

ANSWER: The Muppets
18.  On this show, one character explains that she “likes art films, nothing too depressing though, none of that Holocaust shit.” That girlfriend of the protagonist was played by Kristen Bell and she worked for Valhalla, a rival business to the title company. One character who worked for the title company on this show opened up a Soup ‘R Crackers which ultimately failed, causing him to have to return to the company under the direction of a character who is most famous for delivering the line, (*) “Are we having fun yet?” In season 2 of this show, Constance was replaced by the Megan Mullaly-portrayed Lydia, because of Jane Lynch’s departure from this show. Unlike Roman, Casey, and Kyle, the protagonist is trying to work his way out of Hollywood instead of into it, much like the team leader Ron. FTP, name this cancelled Starz show about Henry Pollard’s return to working at the title catering service. 

ANSWER: Party Down
19.  The recently-deceased Andy Carey made a key play during this match, knocking down a line drive at third base that shortstop Gil McDougald fielded and threw to first in time to catch the runner. One pitcher in this game was temporarily banned from the majors early in his career for playing in the Mexican League, and he was given the nickname “The Barber” for aggressively throwing at hitters. One of Sal (*) Maglie’s teammates in this game, Gil Hodges, hit a hard line drive to left that nearly dropped for a hit before Mickey Mantle made a sensational running catch. Famously ending with catcher Yogi Berra leaping into the starter’s arms, FTP, name this 1956 event that helped the Yankees defeat the Dodgers in the World Series.

ANSWER: Don Larsen’s Perfect Game (Accept clear knowledge equivalents, including “Game 5 of the 1956 World Series” before “1956” is mentioned)

20.  This song’s music video features images of businessmen shaking hands in front of an oil rig and money flying around, and this song at one point asks, “Did you really think about it, before you made the rules?” This song, featuring David Molo on drums and David Mansfield on guitar, is sampled in a song by E-40 featuring Bo-Rock that asks “Was I really such a bad child?” This song appears on a namesake album alongside other songs like (*) “On the Western Skyline” and “Mandolin Rain.” This song declares that they “passed a law in ‘64 to give ‘em away, got a little more,” before noting that some people only see “the line on the color bar.” This song, which references the struggle for civil rights, asks “but don’t you believe them” after declaring that “some things will never change.” FTP, name this song sampled in Tupac’s “Changes,” a hit by Bruce Hornsby and the Range.

ANSWER: “The Way It Is”
1.  Name some acts that have been reviewed on Pitchfork.com, FTPE.

[10] Pitchfork recently reviewed this band’s Singles Collection, which includes their song “Clint Eastwood” as well as a version of their hit “Feel Good Inc.”

ANSWER: Gorillaz
[10] Pitchfork gave this one man act’s eponymous second album a 9.5, praising tracks like “Holocene.” He also contributed vocals to Kanye West’s “Monster,” and was featured on Kanye’s“Lost in the World,” which samples this man’s “Woods.”

ANSWER: Bon Iver (or Justin Vernon)

[10] This band commands, “load the car and write the note, grab your bag and grab your coat” in their song “I and Love and You,” the track which titles their most recent album.

ANSWER: The Avett Brothers
2.  Upon this show’s return from midseason hiatus, Diane Lockhart was given a jury summons by an Australian man she meets in an art museum. FTPE:

[10] Name this series, which was inspired largely by the Eliot Spitzer scandal, in which Alicia Florrick must return to her job as a litigator to provide for her children in the aftermath of her husband’s dalliances.

ANSWER: The Good Wife
[10] This character, portrayed by Zach Grenier, was also served with a summons. He is the head of Family Law at Lockhart-Gardner, and one of his schemes included catching Mr. Huntley in a DUI so that his wife would gain full custody of their daughter.

ANSWER: David Lee
[10] The Good Wife also stars this man as Alicia’s husband Peter. Another prominent TV role was as Mr. Big in Sex and the City.
ANSWER: Chris Noth
3.  Name some things about the earlier film roles of Al Pacino, FTPE:

[10] In this movie, Tony Montana becomes drug kingpin in Miami.

ANSWER: Scarface
[10] Pacino portrays Sonny, who dies after his plan to rob a New York City bank goes off the rail and turns into a circus show that gets his hostages, the crowd outside the bank, and the media on his side.

ANSWER: Dog Day Afternoon
[10] In the movie “...And Justice For All”, Pacino plays this lawyer who gets jailed for contempt of court after punching a judge. He famously screams “You’re out of order! You’re out of order! The whole trial is out of order! They’re out of order!” in the Jeff McCullaugh trial.

ANSWER: Arthur Kirkland
4.  He’s currently dating Caroline Wozniacki and likes tossing around a pigskin to relax. FTPE:

[10] Though he took the 2011 Masters by storm with a sensational first round, this Irishman shot a final round 80 to fall to fifteenth. The night before his first round 67, he and his friends relaxed by throwing around a football in Augusta.

ANSWER: Rory McIlroy
[10] McIlroy made up for his Masters collapse by winning the U.S. Open at this course. Ken Venturi famously won the Open by shooting 66 and 70 in the final two rounds in 1964, when both rounds were played on the same day in extreme heat.

ANSWER: Congressional Country Club

[10] McIlroy’s 16-under par score broke the U.S. Open record previously held by, among others, this man. He set the mark in 1980 in his second-to-last major win; his final one came six years later at the Masters, when he was 46.

ANSWER: Jack Nicklaus
5.  Goodnight Jim-Bob, goodnight Mary Ellen, goodnight John-Boy, goodnight ad nauseum. FTPE,

[10] Name this TV show about the title family living in Depression-era Virginia that teaches family values, created by Earl Hamner, Jr.

ANSWER: The Waltons
[10] This wife of John, Sr. and mother of all the Walton brood was later diagnosed with tuberculosis and was placed in an Arizona sanitarium. Her role was effectively filled by her cousin Rose Burton after she stopped appearing in the show.

ANSWER: Olivia Walton (prompt on Walton)

[10] This manager of the general sotre and post office in the town of Walton’s Mountain also appears with his wife Corabeth, who is related to the Waltons. 

ANSWER: Ike Godsey
6.  Answer some questions about fictitious religions, FTPE:

[10] In this Rush song, the priests of the Temple of Syrinx work against a man who finds a guitar in order to keep stability in the Solar Federation. It also titles the album on which it first appeared along with a red star inscribed in a circle.

ANSWER: “2112”
[10] This actor wrote, directed, and starred in The Invention of Lying, where he, as Mark Bellison, creates the religion of the Man in the Sky accidentally when comforting his dying mother. This man also starred in the British version of the Office.

ANSWER: Ricky Gervais
[10] This most recent Magic: The Gathering set features a religion whose worshipers devote themselves to the archangel Avacyn. Its Gothic horror theme is made evident by the prevalence of  zombies, vampires, and werewolves.

ANSWER: Innistrad
7. Despite stellar careers, these former baseball stars have struggled with Hall of Fame voting, with all three making the ballot just once. FTPE:

[10] This former Blue Jays and Mariners first baseman suffered from not hitting enough home runs during the steroid era. Notable for wearing a batting helmet in the field, he won a batting title with the ‘93 Jays while flirting with .400 for much of the season.

ANSWER: John Olerud
[10] A darling of the sabermetric community, this Tigers’ second baseman formed a formidable double-play tandem with Alan Trammell throughout the 80s, racking up five All-Star appearances and three Golden Gloves.

ANSWER: Lou Whitaker
[10] This slick-fielding centerfielder for the Barry Bonds-era Pirates nearly set off an international incident when he scraped a Maple Leaf decal off his helmet during the first Gulf War after referring to Canada as a “pacifist, socialist country.”
ANSWER: Andy Van Slyke
8. This song repeatedly asks “won’t you tell me your name?” and “let me jump in your game” in addition to the titular declaration. FTPE:

[10] Name this song, one verse of which describes a woman who is “walking down the street, blind to every eye she meets.” 

ANSWER: “Hello, I Love You”
[10] This other Doors single did not chart highly, but nevertheless went on to become one of the band’s most popular songs. It begins, “you know the day destroys the night,” and later includes the emphatic line “everybody loves my baby.”

ANSWER: “Break On Through (To the Other Side)”

[10] This Doors cofounder and keyboardist also played in the supergroup Nite City.

ANSWER: Raymond Manzarek, Jr. 

9.  At one point in this film, Mark Addy’s character exclaims, “The Pope may be French, but Jesus was English.” FTPE:

[10] Name this movie in which the peasant William Thatcher disguises himself in armor so that he can joust in tournaments. It is noted for its very anachoristic soundtrack of classic rock, including a fair amount of Queen.

ANSWER: A Knight’s Tale
[10] This actor starred in A Knight’s Tale and also played the Joker in The Dark Knight.

ANSWER: Heath Ledger
[10] Heath Ledger also has a role in the movie Monster’s Ball as Sonny, the son of Hank. Hank starts a relationship with this Halle Berry-played character, a role which would win her an Academy Award for Best Actress.

ANSWER: Leticia Musgrove
10.  Name these past and present animated shows on adult swim, FTPE:

[10] In this show, Frylock, Meatwad, and Master Shake have crazy antics with aliens, a reincarnated rapper wearing a diaper, and their neighbor Carl.

ANSWER: Aqua Teen Hunger Force [Accept ATHF]

[10] This character has a namesake show that details his suburban adventures with his human father, neighbor Thundercleese, and Zorak, who like this character is a spinoff character from Space Ghost Coast to Coast.
ANSWER: Brak
[10] Brendon Small voices a child version of himself in this series. Melissa and Jason help him with his title projects and Coach McGuirk drunkenly gives him life advice.

ANSWER: Home Movies
11. Answer some questions about the residents of Riverdale, FTPE:

[10] The most famous denizen of the city is this red-haired lad that has typically has relationship problems with Betty and Veronica.

ANSWER: Archie Andrews
[10] This sometime romantic rival of Archie is often seen pulling pranks around town. He is noted for his selfishness, and for getting beaten up by Moose for trying to go out with Midge.

ANSWER: Reggie Mantle
[10] This rather large-nosed science teacher at Riverdale High often has to deal with explosions in his lab, usually as a result of Archie's clumsiness or idiocy.

ANSWER: Professor Flutesnoot
12. The first song on this film’s soundtrack is “Ultimate,” and is performed in the film by one of its stars, who sings it at her mother Tess’s wedding to Ryan. FTPE:

[10] Name this 2003 film in which a magic fortune cookie cause Tess and her daughter Anna to switch bodies.

ANSWER: Freaky Friday
[10] This teenage singer released the songs “My Moment” and “Person of Interest,” though she is far better known for her viral single “Friday,” in which she notes that “everybody’s looking forward to the weekend.”

ANSWER: Rebecca Black
[10] Joe Friday is the protagonist of this radio drama, which was later adapted for TV. The character was created and portrayed by the series producer Jack Webb.

ANSWER: Dragnet
13.  In order to showcase her support for gay marriage, this song’s artist modified a lyric to define the title concept as, “meeting the man of my dreams... and then meeting his beautiful husband.” FTPE:

[10] Name this Alanis Morissette song that also suggests “rain on your wedding day” and “a free ride when you’re already late” as examples of the titular concept.

ANSWER: “Ironic”
[10] In 2005, Morissette performed the modified version of “Ironic” in a duet with fellow Canadian Avril Lavigne, who just one year earlier had released this song on her album Under My Skin. It suggests, “let’s talk things over, it’s not like we’re dead,” and laments “we were meant to be, supposed to be, but we lost it.”

ANSWER: “My Happy Ending”
[10] Another song titled “Ironic” was released by this singer and comedian who got his start on Youtube, and included the song on his live album Words, Words, Words. His other songs include “3.14 Apple Pi” and “Klan Kookout.”

ANSWER: Bo Burnham
14.  In this movie, Sonja is killed by sunlight after she reveals to her father that she is pregnant with Lucian’s baby. FTPE:

[10] Give the subtitle for this movie, a prequel developing the war between the vampires and the titular rebellious group that sets the stage for the rest of the Underworld series.

ANSWER: Underworld: Rise of the Lycans (prompt on “Underworld”)

[10] This actress plays the protagonist Selene in Underworld. Her other roles include Evelyn in Pearl Harbor and Rachel in Nothing But the Truth.

ANSWER: Kate Beckinsale
[10] Alexander is one character with this surname and he became immortal after surviving a plague. Two of his sons, Marcus and William, became the first vampire and first Lycan respectively. Much like the real life ruler who inspired this name, Alexander was a Hungarian warlord.

ANSWER: Corvinus
15. The NCAA version of Hickory High, this squad fell in the finals to both Kyle Singler and Kemba Walker. FTPE:

[10] Name this Indianapolis midmajor that came within a Gordon Hayward of knocking of Duke in the 2010 national championship game, then got back to the final a year later, only to lose to UConn.

ANSWER: Butler
[10] This man, Butler’s coach, got his start by quitting a job at Eli Lilly to take a volunteer position under former Bulldogs coach Thad Matta. After the first title game appearance, he rejected overtures from Wake Forest and Clemson to stay in Indianapolis.

ANSWER: Brad Stevens
[10] After losing Hayward to the NBA, this point guard became Butler’s top scoring option but got shut down by Walker in the title game. The Wizards took him in the second round of the 2011 NBA Draft.

ANSWER: Shelvin Mack
16. Answer some questions about characters on Heroes, FTPE:

[10] HRG protects his adopted daughter, Clarie Bennett, who is this figure in the often repeated phrase, “save [this figure,] save the world.” She attends high school in Odessa, Texas, and is played by Hayden Panettiere.

ANSWER: The Cheerleader
[10] The phrase, “save the cheerleader, save the world” is actually about preventing this supervillian from absorbing Claire’s healing factor. This killer uses his telekinesis to cut open people’s skulls open and examine their brains.

ANSWER: Sylar
[10] Malcolm McDowell plays this manipulator and owner of a namesake corporation. Under the direction of Adam Munroe, he is slowly building up a power base by fixing elections and trying to cause the explosion in New York City.

ANSWER: Daniel Linderman
17. Amusingly, this band once included BALCO founder Victor Conte on bass. FTPE:

[10] Name this Oakland-based funk band whose hits include “Don’t Change Horses” and “You’re Still a Young Man.”
ANSWER: Tower of Power
[10] This super-famous funk band is led by George Clinton, and their live shows often feature a “mothership” descending to the stage. Also featuring Bootsy Collins, songs of theirs include “Maggot Brain,” “Flashlight,” and “Give Up the Funk.” We’ll pretty much accept the name of any incarnation of this group.

ANSWER: Parliament Funkadelic [or P-Funk All Stars, or anything mentioning “Parliament”]

[10] This funk band, named for the state from which they hailed, had two number one hits with “Fire” and a song where screams can be heard, “Love Rollercoaster.”
ANSWER: The Ohio Players
18. Awful, but without the promise of Andrew Luck at the end of the tunnel. FTPE, your 2011 St. Louis Rams!

[10] This 2nd year quarterback out of Oklahoma was injured for much of the 2011 campaign after being drafted first overall the previous year, tempering some of the expectations that arose after he was named the Offensive Rookie of the Year.

ANSWER: Sam Bradford
[10] This now former head coach of the Rams was formerly the defensive coordinator for the New York Giants that managed to stop the high-voltage Patriots offense in Super Bowl XLII.

ANSWER: Steve Spagnuolo
[10] This former Broncos head coach served as the Rams offensive coordinator. He recently left the team to return to the Patriots, where he served as the OC for Matt Cassel in 2008. 

ANSWER: Josh McDaniels
19. This man urges the main character of the movie in which he appears to mark patterns in newspapers and magazines to defeat a communist effort. FTPE:

[10] Name this character, played by Ed Harris, who is a hallucination of the Russell Crowe-portrayed main character. He supposedly works for the Department of Defense.

ANSWER: William Parcher
[10] William Parcher appears in this Ron Howard-directed Oscar-winning film about John Nash’s titular brain.

ANSWER: A Beautiful Mind
[10] Ron Howard plays Sam Freeman in this directorial debut of his, named for a crime that is also the namesake of a video game series. It was not as good as A Beautiful Mind.

ANSWER: Grand Theft Auto
20.  Name some racing games that have more of a focus on blowing up other drivers than actually racing, FTPE:

[10] One N64 racing game titled after this character sees him drive around an island trying to defeat Wizpig along with Banjo and Conker. The missile power ups in that game are very different than his usual arsenal, which includes a peanut gun and cartwheel attack that he uses travelling with Donkey Kong.

ANSWER: Diddy Kong [prompt on Kong]

[10] In this series, Calypso creates the titlular contest that has a bunch of drivers shoot at and crash into one another. Its most famous participant is the evil clown Sweet Tooth.

ANSWER: Twisted Metal
[10] This 2010 arcade-style racing game features real cars, like the Dodge Viper, and has its level design based on many actual urban locales. The neon color powerups and large multiplayer matches make this game really chaotic.

ANSWER: Blur
