Frances Farmer Will Have Her Revenge on Seattle: A packet about the Pacific Northwest

Note: Questions highlighted with [Local] will be a bit hard if you don’t live in the region
 
1. Fredric Alan Maxwell wrote a 2002 biography of this "bad boy", who was played by John DiMaggio, the voice of Bender, in a 1999 made-for-TV movie.  A David Barnes post on Medium noted that "if you're funny looking" this man has lots to teach you, and imagines this "employee 30" greeting your guests at your own dinner party.  After Mark Lucovsky told this man he was quitting, this man proclaimed, "Fucking (*) Eric Schmidt is a fucking pussy".  The feature phone business of this man's last big deal was recently sold off to FIH Mobile for only $350 million.  One joke was that, by announcing his resignation, this man had finally got his company’s stock price over $30.  In 2014, he replaced Donald Sterling as owner of the Clippers.  He famously yelled "Developers, Developers, Developers" at a 2000 conference.  For 10 points, name this former Microsoft CEO.
ANSWER: Steve Ballmer [or Steven Anthony Ballmer]
 
2. A young George Weyerhaeuser was kidnapped in this city in 1935 after a stranger asked him, “Son, where is Stadium Way?”  An accident-prone race track in this city was made from wooden boards placed dangerously far apart from each other and was second only to Indianapolis’ in prominence in the 1910s.  Herbert Harcout, a newspaper editor in this city, was non-fatally shot in the chest by another editor, Samuel W. Wall, for implying that Wall was secretly working for a (*) rival city.  This city's name comes from an alternate name for Mount Rainier.  It portentously failed to earn the title "Gateway to Alaska".  After the Northern Pacific announced that, because this city was near the Commencement Bay Harbor, it would be the terminus of its railway, Seattle mayor H. A. Atkins fled here to establish a hotel.  For 10 points, name this southern rival of Seattle.
ANSWER: Tacoma
 
3. Some pearl clutcher wrote to Robert Kennedy asking him “How can we stamp out this menace???” in a letter about this song; in that same FOIA document, an FBI agent noted that this song was “very popular” at Sarasota High School and contained “obscene lyrics”.  A popular local cover of this song was made by Paul Revere & the Raiders, and it was “discovered” by a Tacoma record store employee who cut a version with The (*) Fabulous Wailers.  In the 1980s, the Washington State legislature considered but ultimately did not adopt a resolution making this song the state song.  The narrator of this song “catch the ship across the sea” and “never think I’ll make it home”.  Its chorus goes, “oh no no no, me gotta go, yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, baby”.  It was originally written as a calypso song by Richard Berry.  For 10 points, name this rock song made popular by the Kingsmen, with a repetitive title.
ANSWER: “Louie Louie” 

4. [Local] This politician helped a man named Poon Lim, who had survived some 133 days at sea, become a US citizen.  This man was appointed to his House seat after Marion Zioncheck died in an apparent suicide jumping from the fifth story of the Artic Building on 3rd and Cherry in Seattle.  His wife, nicknamed Peggins, was crowned Miss Seattle 1927.   With Ted Stevens, this man co-sponsored a 1976 bill that governs most federally controlled fisheries.  His most famous act had a quota of 105 for a certain ethnic group.  This man lends his name to the 1943 act which repealed the (*) Chinese Exclusion Act.  For 10 points, name this Washington Senator, and the namesake of a park alongside Lake Washington northeast of the U District.
ANSWER: Warren Magnuson
 


5. [Local] An unofficial guide to this place lists "local wheat fields" among the points of interest and advises taking your parents to either The Marc or T. Maccarone's.  This institution de-affiliated with the Congregational Church under Stephen Penrose.  Adam West is an alumnus of this university, and it’s where Supreme Court Justice William O. Douglas got his undergrad degree.  The quizbowl team at this college quit quizbowl because they were too busy being on the swim team.  As of April 2016, this school's sports teams will no longer be called the (*) Missionaries.  You drive through approximately 500 wineries to reach this undergrad-only school from Seattle.  For 10 point, name this college in Walla Walla, Washington, named for some missionaries killed in a namesake 1847 massacre.
ANSWER: Whitman College [prompt on Walla Walla in the first sentence]
 
6. [Local] Crack reporters from Look magazine took art classes at the Kunst Gallery in a city of this name after selecting it as one of ten All-American cities in 1968.  A museum in a town of this name was established by ballet instructor Arlene Wagner, aka the Nutcracker Lady.  Under Project LIFE, UW professors recommended that a logging city of this name copy what the city of Solvang, California had done and remake itself in the image of a European city to attract tourists.  A billboard I saw on I-5 driving up from Portland complained that Obama had released Gitmo prisoners but that a numbered group of people with this name were still in jail.  That group includes Michael Behenna and (*) nine other soldiers incarcerated for misdeeds done in Iraq.  For 10 points, give this name of a faux Bavarian village in the Cascades which shares its name with a Kansas prison.
ANSWER: Leavenworth
 
7. [Local] The first iteration of this event in 1900 had a special section for "Ladies Work".  Until 1977, the signature attraction at this event was the horse races.  This event, which has a surprisingly good domain name, is probably the signature time when one can patronize eight different Krusty Pup locations.  This event is the most famous such event which takes place at the former Camp Harmony, a Japanese internment camp.  In support of this event, local merchants would close their shops on Tacoma Day.  The only time I went to this event I happened to witness an academic competition on Zeecraft buzzers between two 4H clubs.  Its signature food is Fisher Scones.  The carousel used during this event dates to 1923.  This year's iteration starts on September 2nd.  For 10 points, name this annual event in (*) Puyallup where you pay lots of money to go on shitty rides and eat awful food.
ANSWER: Washington State Fair [or Puyallup Fair or Western Washington Fair]
 
8. This author delineated between active seeing and another, grace-like type of seeing "that involves a letting go" in the second chapter of her best known work.  She declared, "I had been my whole life a bell, and never knew it until at that moment I was lifted and struck" when seeing a cedar tree.  She wrote, "One wants a room with no view, so imagination can meet memory in the dark" in a popular book on (*) writing.  In a nod to the book that inspired one of her works, she nicknamed a goldfish Ellery Channing.  This author described moving to "the western rim of the real", namely the Puget Sound, in her book about a plane crash survived by a young Julie Norwich titled Holy the Firm.  One of her works opens with the declaration, "I propose to keep here what Thoreau called 'a meteorological journal of the mind.'"  For 10 points, name this author of The Writing Life and Pilgrim at Tinker Creek.
ANSWER: Annie Dillard
 


9. In a conversation on KCTS Connects, this man declared that "we lose 15,000 people a year" to gun violence and that "we're always going to have terrorism" so we should get used to it.  This dude wrote about "letting an impression breathe" in a book on the "political act" of the subject he writes about most frequently.  This member of the advisory board of the National Organization for the Reform of (*) Marijuana Laws established a business in Edmonds that offers tips for going "Through the Back Door" in a certain location.  In 2009, he hosted a program titled "Iran: Yesterday and Today".  His eponymous 2016 book offered tips for "staying connected", "hurdling the language barrier" and "driving & navigating".  A Salon profile called him "the apotheosis of the anti-Carnival Cruise crowd".  He's apparently a top draw during pledge weeks.  For 10 points, name this host of various PBS travel shows.
ANSWER: Rick Steves
 
10. A recent text by this author examines how a man known to Sheridan, Wyoming locals as Hot Tamale Louie was actually an immigrant from Afghanistan named Zarif Khan who had his US citizen stripped in 1926 for not being white.  A book by this writer has a section devoted to “The Origins of Error” and offers up “Two Models of Wrongness”.  An article by this author inspired a Tacocat song from Lost Time and opens with a profile of Chris Goldfinger, who was stationed in Kashiwa, Japan in 2011.  In that same article, she quotes a FEMA estimate of damage on the order of millions of buildings.  She wrote Being Wrong: Adventures in the Margin of Error.  Her best known work warns of the dangers of the Cascadia (*) subduction zone, in particular of the region west of I-5.  For 10 points, name this New Yorker staff writer who won a Pulitzer for scaring Seattleites shitless with her article, “The Really Big One”.
ANSWER: Kathryn Schulz
 
11. [Local] Each week, the fictional A. Brich Steen, whose name is an anagram of Bradley Steinbacher's last name, would lambast this business for its liberal bias.  Charles Mudede spun-off one venture produced for this business into the indie film Police Beat.  It's obviously not the Macarthur Foundation, but Lynn Shelton and Sherman Alexie have both received "Genius" awards from this business.  Former Harvey Danger frontman Sean Nelson now works for this business.  This business runs a website called The (*) Slog.  It's not The Onion, but it was co-founded by James Sturm and Tim Keck.  The editor of this paper from 2001 to 2007 writes the Savage Love column.  For 10 points, name this alt-weekly newspaper, a rival of Seattle Weekly not to be confused with a Camus novel reimagined in Kamel Daoud’s The Meursault Investigation.
ANSWER: The Stranger [prompt on Index Newspapers, LLC]
 
12. [Local—but my favorite tossup] The "world's longest-hitting golfing gorilla" was one of the stars of the opening ceremony for this building.  Andy Warhol proposed placing a giant flower on the roof of this building; instead, the design committee selected an abstract neon installation by Stephen Antonakos which was overwhelmingly rejected by voters in an imitative.  Losing entries in a contest to name this building would have called it a "Termite Terrarium" or named it after native son Bing Crosby.  This building was the largest of its kind made from wood in the world when it opened.  Def Leppard's playing here in October, and it's probably the closest place to see a Monster Truck show.  While Key Arena was being renovated in 1994 and 1995, the SuperSonics played in venue.  For 15 points, name this indoor arena you drive past while heading to Portland on I-5.
ANSWER: Tacoma Dome



13. When training to work at the front desk in Centerville Hall at Maryland, Brittany and I watched a team building video featuring men who worked in this place.  One attraction at this place earns about nine thousand dollars a year in coins and was cast in bronze by sculptor Georgia Gerber.  The second owner of this place, Joe Desimone, is also credited with selling a lot of cheap land to Boeing to keep the company in the Seattle region.  Victor Steinbrueck and Betty Bowen led a 1971 campaign that kept this place from being demolished and turned into a parking lot and hotel.  A longtime tenant of this place, Sol Amon, was known as the (*) Cod Father.  The mascot of this place is a pig named Rachel.  The Fish! Philosophy was named after workers at the Fish Market here.  For 10 points, name this Seattle tourist landmark and public market, home to the original Starbucks store.
ANSWER: Pike Place Market
 
14. [Local] A man apparently known as "Speed" Lightfoot who sometimes performed under a vaudeville show under the alias "The Jolly Hobo Globetrotter" was the principle champion of this place's most important infrastructure project.  In the late 19th century, the lavish Calkins Hotel was built in this place.  The Crest Learning Center is located in this place, which is where I think Chris Grubb used to work.  People who grew up in this place include NBA player Steve Hawks and Community star Joel McHale.  Stanley Ann Dunham, better known as (*) Barack Obama's mother, graduated from this place's namesake high school.  This place is connected to the mainland by bridges named for Lacey V. Murrow and Homer M. Hadley.  Its 98040 zip code has a median family income of $154,050, one of the highest in the state.  For 10 points, name this island in Lake Washington.
ANSWER: Mercer Island
 
15. [Local] In 2015, Chris Porter and comedy specialist Lisa Leingang left the group that organizes this event.  An article in The Stranger on things overheard at the 2015 iteration of this event includes a picture of a woman dressed as a strip of bacon with the caption, "I'm freaking out. There aren't any Shishkaberry's this year. I looked all over! No roasted corn, either."  This event was the brainchild of Norm Langill.  A company that used to be called One Reel Vaudeville still maintains control over part of this event.  Ken Jennings once hosted a trivia night at this venue, originally called the “Mayor’s Art Festival”.  This event was rescued from near-bankruptcy by AEGLive in 2015.  It’s not Sasquatch, but Macklemore is a 2016 headliner.  For 15 points, name this annual Seattle music festival, named for a slang word for umbrella.
ANSWER: Bumbershoot
 
16. The capital of Dallas County has an Ossian-inspired name because of this man’s fondness for those poems.  After contracting "Alabama Fever", this man moved to that state's Black Belt and constructed a plantation known as Chestnut Hill.  This War Hawk joined William Pinkney on a diplomatic trip to Naples and Russia.  Because he had left the country due to illness, this man was sworn into his highest office in (*) Cuba.  This man was nominated to that highest office as a conciliatory gesture to supporters of James Buchanan but died from TB 45 days into his term.  Owing to his history as a slaveholder, he was de-honored by Council Motion 6461 in 1986.  This man was succeeded by John C. Breckinridge.  For 10 points, identify this former namesake of the county were Seattle is located, and the Vice President of Franklin Pierce.
ANSWER: William Rufus King [or William Rufus de Vane King]
 


17. A recent novel about this event bounces around between characters such as Dr. Charles Wickramsinghe from Sri Lanka and Victor, a runaway who happens to be the son of Police Chief Bishop.  This event is chronicled in Sunil Yapa's debut novel, Your Heart Is a Muscle the Size of a Fist.  An excellent Anti-Flag song about this event singles out Richard Goldstein for scorn and attacks "Whore-like (*) police playing judge, jury and executioner for their pimp-like bosses".  Ray Liotta played the fictionalized Mayor Jim Tobin in a Stuart Townsend film about this event.  The Independent Media Center was founded during this event.  The New York Times had to run a retraction about how people in this event had thrown Molotov cocktails.  Gary Locke called in the National Guard during this event.  For 10 points, name these protests in 1999 against an international organization.
ANSWER: 1999 WTO protests [or 1999 World Trade Organization protests or the Battle in Seattle or the Battle of Seattle]
 
18. This event was famous enough that Clark Eldridge, one of the men responsible for it, was mocked by a Japanese officer for having caused it while in a Japanese POW camp.  An inquiry into this event was headed by Theodore von Kármán.  UW professor Burt Farquharson had his students (*) build a model that would have prevented this event.  Photographer Howie Clifford risked his life in order to get better photographs of this event.  Leonard Coatsworth had to abandon his dog Tubby in order to survive this event.  The 16 frame per second video of this event is often played back at 24 frames per second, making it look more violent than it actually was.  This event was partially caused by the state agreeing to go along with Leon Moisseiff's designs for smaller-than-planned trusses.  This event took place on November 7, 1940 during especially windy conditions.  For 10 points, name this engineering failure.
ANSWER: Tacoma Narrows Bridge collapse [or Galloping Gertie collapse]
 
19. [Local] This man's Company A militia once refused an order to launch an offensive against a Native American tribe by General James Tilton.  He married his step-sister, Mary Ann Boren.  This teetotaler introduced the first Prohibition bill into the state legislature, although the bill was widely ignored.  This man's father, John, once jumped out of a window in the Illinois Legislature with Abe Lincoln in order to deny quorum to the Democrats on a measure they opposed.  This man set out on one journey from Cherry Grove, Illinois in April 1851, originally planning on settling in the Willamette Valley.  This rival of Charlie (*) Terry wrote of a fight with Indians in his memoir Pioneer Days on Puget Sound.  He donated most of the land for UW, and until this year all UW quizbowl tournaments took place in a building named for him.  For 10 points, identify this leader of a namesake party which founded Seattle.
ANSWER: Arthur Denny [or Arthur Armstrong Denny]
 
20. This man personally funded a device that promises to keep time for up to ten thousand years known as the Clock of the Long Now.  He planned to name one business venture MakeItSo.com.  Makarand Damle claims that he was "called 3 times within 10 minutes to know my exact location" when he received one of this man's notorious (*) question mark e-mails while driving to work.  This man claimed that he didn't recognize the company being described in a scathing article of his company's working practices written by Jodi Kantor and David Streitfeld in the New York Times.  In 2013, this man purchased the Washington Post.  This CEO is profiled in The Everything Store and his company is making tons of money from the AWS cloud platform.  For 10 points, name this CEO of Amazon.
ANSWER: Jeff Bezos [or Jeffrey Preston Bezos]



21. [Local] A longtime Republican political boss from this city organized the Committee on Normal Protest that agitated for the removal of the supposed Communist Charles H. Fisher.  Frank Ira Sefrit edited its Herald newspaper.  George E. Pickett, later of Pickett's Charge fame, commanded a fort in this city, and his house is the oldest still remaining in this city.  Dirty Dan Harris helped build the Fairhaven Hotel in this city which unsuccessfully tried to attract railroad companies to make it a Western terminus.  Many so-called "Hindus" who were driven out of this city in September, 1907 by its Asiatic Exclusion League.  It was once a gold miner’s camp called Whatcom but is now named for the quartermaster of the Vancouver Expedition.  For 10 points, name this city in northwestern Washington, near the (*) Canadian border.
ANSWER: Bellingham [accept Whatcom before mentioned]
 


Bonuses:
 
1. Apparently the Wheedle, who lives on top of this thing, is a "fixture of Seattle".  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this thing, from which three people committed suicide in the 1970s before more fencing was added to the observation deck.
ANSWER: The Space Needle
[10] Matt Jackson's first Jeopardy run ended when he couldn't identify that the roof of the Space Needle was repainted in this specific color to mark its 50th anniversary in 2012.  It shouldn't be confused with Re-entry Red, the color used for the saucer.
ANSWER: Galaxy Gold
[10] Although I've been to the Space Needle a couple of times, I've never eaten at this revolving restaurant near the top of the structure.
ANSWER: SkyCity
 
2. Identify the following about the career of Portland native Craig Bartlett, for 10 points each.
[10] Bartlett is probably best known for creating this cartoon, an episode of which was shown before the film, Harriet the Spy.  The title character of this cartoon lives with this grandparents, Phil and Gertrude.
ANSWER: Hey Arnold!
[10] Bartlett had previously worked on a children's show starring this character.  A recent film about this character's "Big Holiday" received lukewarm reviews.
ANSWER: Pee-wee Herman [or Pee-wee Herman]
[10] Bartlett is the brother-in-law of this other Portland native, whose handwriting is emulated in the Akbar font.  He created the comic Life in Hell, and, uh, Bart Simpson.
ANSWER: Matt Groening
 
3. Here's some Seattle bands Mike likes!  For 10 points each:
[10] An artist who goes by the name FighterX makes music partially using one of these things and played a sad show two weeks ago to me and 4 other people at the Crocodile.  LSDJ is a popular tracking program for this hardware.
ANSWER: GameBoy
[10] Another Chiptune artist, stenobot, was founded by a guy who used to work at this magazine, of which I was a longtime subscriber.  Nester was once the mascot for this awesome magazine, whose first issue's cover promoted Super Mario Bros. 2.
ANSWER: Nintendo Power
[10] For your final Chiptune points, I once saw a Seattle chiptune group called Live Animals open for Anamanaguchi at this venue.  It shares its name with the first name of a designer who made the wedding gown for both Khloe and Kim Kardashian.
ANSWER: Vera Project [or Vera Wang]
 
4. A photograph of this man ordering his own latte at the SeaTac airport went viral on Sina Weibo in 2011.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this former Governor of Washington who gave the rebuttal to George W. Bush's 2003 State of the Union address.  
ANSWER: Gary Locke
[10] Locke served in this position from 2011 to 2014, in which capacity he had to deal with the Chen Guangcheng controversy.
ANSWER: US Ambassador to China
[10] Locke's wife once worked in this profession.  A movie titled for a man in this profession has him facing off against rival Wes Mantooth.
ANSWER: television news reporter [or news anchor or anchorman]
 


5. A bill that would have granted this right in 1854 was defeated by just one vote, and a later bill that granted this right was overturned by the Washington Supreme Court for being unconstitutional in Harland v. Washington.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this right, not fully granted in Washington until 1910.  The Wyoming legislature granted this right in 1869, making it the first state to do so.
ANSWER: universal women's suffrage
[10] Debates over women's suffrage would have taken place in a Capitol designed by a man with this surname, but funding dried up on that project.  Another man with this patriotic surname created the iconic World War I poster of Uncle Sam proclaiming, "I Want YOU for U.S. Army".
ANSWER: Flagg
[10] The fire pots in the actually-built Capitol were designed by this man's company.  He created Favrile glass and was hired by Chester A. Arthur to redecorate the White House.
ANSWER: Louis Comfort Tiffany
 
6. A peace treaty named for this city was signed the day before one of its signers, Lal Bahadur Shashtri, died, and that peace treaty ended a 1965 conflict between India and Pakistan.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this city, which Britannica claims is the "largest city in Central Asia".  It was destroyed by Genghis Khan in 1219 and some 300,000 people were displaced when a magnitude 7.5 earthquake hit this city in 1966.
ANSWER: Tashkent [or Toshkent]
[10] There's a Tashkent Park in Seattle because, unusually for a Soviet-controlled city at the time, Tashkent earned this designation with respect to Seattle.  Other cities to have this designation with respect to Seattle include Kobe, Japan and Christchurch, New Zealand.
ANSWER: it became a sister city
[10] Each year, KEXP broadcasts from a music festival in this other sister city of Seattle.  The Arni Magnusson Institute is located in this world capital.
ANSWER: Reykjavík
 
7. [Local] Given a Seattle sports team, identify the sport it participates in, for five points each.  Please identify the gender of the team, e.g. men's basketball, and don't try to pretend you're British and say "football" for "soccer".
[5] Sockeye
ANSWER: men's ultimate frisbee [or men's ultimate frisbee]
[5] Mist
ANSWER: women's indoor football
[5] The Everett Silvertips
ANSWER: men's ice hockey
[5] Reign FC
ANSWER: women's soccer
[5] Cascades
ANSWER: men's ultimate frisbee [or men's ultimate frisbee]
[5] Pilots
ANSWER: men's baseball
 
8. In the ‘60s, ten patients known as the Seattle God Squad tested out a new set of machines to treat a condition affecting this organ.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this organ, which in that study failed in patients who needed to be treated with hemodialysis machines.
ANSWER: kidney
[10] An article in this magazine revealed that the committee who selected the Seattle God Squad controversially used criteria such as religion, income and marital status to select who would receive dialysis.  Around the same time, this magazine published Lennart Nilsson's Drama of Life Before Birth photos.
ANSWER: Life magazine
[10] In the '80s, a national organ transplant list was created thanks to the backing of this politician.  This man's daughter Kristin was a writer on Futurama.
ANSWER: Al Gore
 
9. Chris, Alejandro and I embarrassingly missed a bonus part on this place at the 2015 Missouri Open.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this specific municipality, also the name of a room adjacent to McCarran and across from Lindbergh in the Hyatt Regency O’Hare.  One can visit the Valley View Library in this municipality, as well as the Highline Botanical Garden.
ANSWER: SeaTac
[10] I think that SeaTac was the first city in the country to pass a bill of this type.  The state Supreme Court ruled that this type of bill did apply to people working on land owned by the Port of Seattle.
ANSWER: $15 minimum wage
[10] This company has its headquarters in the city of SeaTac.  This company was founded in the 1930s by Mac McGee and now owns Horizon.
ANSWER: Alaska Airlines
 
10. This band's 2015 album, which opened with the track "I Don't Need No Doctor", was the first that it released since the 1960s.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this garage rock band comprised of Gerry Roslie, Dusty Watson and others.  This band ripped up the walls of a Tacoma recording studio in order to achieve an edgier sound for their second album, Boom.
ANSWER: The Sonics
[10] Boom featured a cover of "Skinny Minnie", a song first recorded by this artist along with his backing band, the Comets.  He also recorded "Rock Around the Clock".
ANSWER: Bill Haley [or William John Clifton Haley]
[10] Yet another cover on Boom was of "Hitch Hike", a song by this artist.  After leaving Motown, this man recorded the album Midnight Love, whose lead single was about a practice which "is good for me / Makes me feel so fine, it's such a rush." 
ANSWER: Marvin Gaye
 
11. Identify some stuff that Paul Allen owns, for 10 points each.
[10] In order to raise funds for the EMP in 2006, Allen exhibited some paintings he owned at the museum.  One such painting was The Kiss, made by this artist of Oh, Jeff… I Love You, Too…But…
ANSWER: Roy Lichtenstein
[10] The EMP's current Star Trek exhibit includes a recreation of the bridge from the original Enterprise, which I'm pretty sure comes from Allen's collection.  These chairs, designed by Eero Saarinen, appeared on that bridge, and in the dining room of my grandmother's old house.
ANSWER: Tulip chairs
[10] In 1993, Allen purchased 80% of this awful company, which ironically sued Microsoft in 1997 for deep-linking to its website.  It recently merged with LiveNation.
ANSWER: Ticketmaster
 
12. [Local] Let's assign between 0 and 30 points to your knowledge of the Washington State government.  For 10 points each:
[10] When a Senate vote ends in a tie, it's up to this dude, the state's Lieutenant Governor, to break the tie.  He's apparently served in the post since 1997--who knew?
ANSWER: Brad Owen [or Bradley Owen]
[10] State senators are elected to terms of how many years?
ANSWER: four
[10] If you've ever heard an NPR story about the state government, it was probably reported by this member of the NW News Network.  He shares his surname with the commander of the Rebecca who had his ship seized and body damaged by Julio Leon Fandino of Spain in 1731.
ANSWER: Austin Jenkins
 


13. The title story of this collection centers on Ruma's father's first visit to Ruma's Bellevue home.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 2008 short story collection which includes stories such as "Only Goodness", where Rahul passes out drunk, endangering the life of Sudha's son, Neel.
ANSWER: Unaccustomed Earth
[10] Unaccustomed Earth was written by this Indian-American author of The Interpreter of Maladies and The Namesake.
ANSWER: Jhumpa Lahiri
[10] A recent Lahiri piece in the New Yorker documents her attempts to learn and write in this language.  A Seattle book club devoted to reading authors from the country where this language is spoken recently read Mr. Palomar.
ANSWER: Italian
 
14. This show was twice brought back from cancellation, with Netflix airing its fourth season about a murder at a military academy.  For 10 points each:
 [10] Identify this TV show set in Seattle.  The first season didn't resolve who had performed the title murder of Rosie Larson, despite the efforts of detectives Sara Linden and Stephen Holder.
ANSWER: The Killing
[10] The Killing was based on a series from this country.  The Bridge was also adapted from this country, whose best TV show is probably Borgen.
ANSWER: Denmark
[10] Another Scandinavian TV trend is Slow TV, exemplified by Hurtigruten – minutt for minutt, which used 11 cameras to document one of these events over the course of 134 hours.
ANSWER: a ship voyage [accept anything close to this]
 
15. [Local] A fundraising drive for a new one of these places gave people the chance to be a "groundbreaker" by reserving a tile for a minimum fee of $500.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify these places, the newest of which contains an "Artist Oasis" in the Seattle Center.  The old one of these places was on Dexter and Denny.  They’re where Seattle’s best radio station broadcast from.
ANSWER: KEXP radio stations
[10] This band once did a performance of their hit song "Ho Hey" from the bathroom of KEXP's old station.  They recently released the album Cleopatra.
ANSWER: The Lumineers
[10] The Seattle Center also contains a Garden and Glass museum that exhibits the works of this eyepatch wearing glass sculptor.
ANSWER: Dale Chiuly
 
16. Frederick Weyerhaeuser, a man who controlled this industry in the 19th century, purchased 900,000 acres of land from Northern Pacific, the largest ever private land transfer at the time.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this industry.  The early economy of Seattle was dominated by the sawmills from this industry.
ANSWER: lumber industry
[10] Weyerhaeuser worked closely with this first chief of the US Forest Service, who also initiated the Public Lands Commission.  
ANSWER: Gifford Pinchot
[10] Pinchot helped establish a summer school in Pennsylvania affiliated with this out of state university which was devoted to forestry.  The namesake of this university was a member of the East India Company and President of Madras.
ANSWER: Yale University



17. [Local] The website for this thing dubiously claims that it "has become an important fixture in Seattle for locals" as apparently it's used during sporting events.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this infrastructure project built for the 1962 World's Fair.  One of its two stations is in Westlake Mall.
ANSWER: Seattle Center Monorail
[10] In the early 2000s, the city spent over $100 million planning for a more expansive monorail before the project was killed by Greg Nickels.  Nickels lends his name to one of these things in Bryn Mawr, another of which, The Jungle, was the site of deadly shootings in November 2015.
ANSWER: homeless camps [don’t accept “homeless shelters”]
[10] A more successful Seattle transport system, the Washington State Ferries, traces its origin to a collection of boats with this name.  The PT boats made up a force sometimes known by this name during World War II, as did a gunboat squadron during the War of 1812.
ANSWER: Mosquito Fleet
 
18. [Local] The idea for this project was first proposed by Thomas Mercer on the first July 4th celebration in Seattle.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this waterway which links Lake Washington with the Puget Sound.
ANSWER: Lake Washington Ship Canal [or Seattle Ship Canal]
[10] The Ballard Locks on the Ship Canal are officially named for Hiram M. Chittenden, who also names a bridge in this national park, the subject of the entire May 2016 issue of National Geographic.
ANSWER: Yellowstone
[10] If you watch the Windermere Cup along the Ship Canal you may be reminded of this Thomas Eakins painting, once my HSQB avatar.  The title figure of this painting is in a yellow boat and turns his shoulder at the viewer.
ANSWER: Max Schmitt in a Single Scull [or The Champion Single Sculls]

19. [Local] A 2010 cover story in The Stranger about this thing had the headline, "You're about to get fucked, Seattle".  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this thing constructed by Hitachi Zosen and purchased by STP.  It’s drilling an enormous tunnel to replace the Alaska Way Viaduct, a highway which received a 9 out of 100 rating on a recent state safety assessment.
ANSWER: Big Bertha
[10] Bertha broke because it ran into an 8-inch one of these things.  Flappy Bird also has trouble avoiding these things.
ANSWER: a steel pipe
[10] Bent Flyvbjerg has done extensive research into large-scale tunnel projects, noting how almost all of them go over budget.  The worst recent offender was the Furka Base Tunnel in this country, which exceeded costs by 300%.  The tunnel connected the villages of Realp and Oberwald in this country.
ANSWER: Switzerland
 
20. Boston sports teams often ride through the city in one of these vehicles after winning a championship.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify these types of vehicles, one of which crashed with a charter bus on the Aurora Bridge in 2015 resulting in five fatalities.
ANSWER: duck boats [or Ride the Duck vehicles]
[10] During the copious downtime at the 2004 NAC in this city, I went to a World War II museum which had several locally made Higgins landing crafts on display.  Myrna Minkoff is a character in a novel set in this city.
ANSWER: New Orleans
[bookmark: _GoBack][10] Surplus American military vehicles have been converted into Jeepneys, a popular form of public transportation in this country.  A robust trade once existed between this country's capital and Acapulco.
ANSWER: The Philippines
