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1. Super-cuts of this character often include a short scene that opens with him declaring, "How am I supposed to know that chrysanthemums are the flower of death?" This character calls a colleague "The Undertaker! Attitude Era!" after ripping the Ted Baker label off that colleague's dark suit. One episode opens with this character holding his infant son while both pissing and watching an OnlyFans video of a coworker.  An episode centering on this character ends with him destroying the "founders wall" at a 🎣 cricket hall he owns. This character's life changes during an epilogue where he's having a sad birthday celebration in a new apartment with his newly-separated wife Diana, only for loan shark Vinay to enter. In one episode, this character is called, "the ghost of Margaret Thatcher in a handsome (*) Asian man" by his boss, Eric Tao. In the Season Two finale, this character has sex with Harper in a bathroom stall just before his wedding. For 10 points, name this Pierpont trader played by Sagar Radia on Industry.
ANSWER: Rishi Ramdani [or Rishi Ramdani]

2. A group of millionaires sing "November Song" in a 1972 musical adaptation of this film; a different stage adaptation of this film from 2002 cast its then-70-year-old co-star in his original role. Joan Shawlee's character in this film repeatedly screams "Bienstock!" when she's mad at people in her employ. In this film, a party in the cramped compartment of a sleeping car berth is ended when one character accidentally 🎣 pulls on the emergency brake. A character in this film pretends to own a yacht under the adopted name of Junior, an heir to the Shell Oil fortune. The protagonists of this film are identified while climbing down from a balcony at a Miami hotel, the site of a "Friends of Italian Opera" meeting, when one of the goons of mobster Spats Colombo discovers some bullet holes in an upright bass. This film's protagonists get a job with the (*) Sweet Sue and her Society Syncopators while cross-dressing as women named Josephine and Daphne. For 10 points, name this Billy Wilder film where Tony Curtis's character seduces Sugar, played by Marilyn Monroe.
ANSWER: Some Like It Hot
 
3. A guard in this film is distracted reading a book about toxic workplace environments, allowing the film's hero to blind a camera with a diaper. The website for this film has a splash page that opens with an image of the name "Britney" spelled out in bacon. One character in this film proclaims that he has pulled out a credit card "very rapidly" while failing to get gas. Music from The Terminator plays as some characters in this film 🎣 shopping at a grocery store attempt to escape a woman angry that the matriarch ruined her hair. A recurring bit in this film sees a character reading a book called the Vending Machine Diet, having gotten stuck in such a machine for most of the film. This movie opens at a high school reunion where the French villain, voiced by (*) Will Ferrell, talks about his plan to convert people into cockroaches. That villain, Maxime, is partly defeated by a superhero team including Dave, Mel, Gus, Jerry, and Tim called the Mega Minions. For 10 points, name this 2024 entry in a film series starring Steve Carrell as Gru.
ANSWER: Despicable Me 4
 
4. Two members of the rap crew Another Bad Creation have cameos in the video for this song. A rap verse on this song was both written and recorded by producer Bill Bottrell, credited as LTB. Cheers' George Wendt played the dad who appears in the opening of this song's video, yelling at his son to turn off a guitar riff recorded by 🎣 Slash. Kids that appear on a stoop in this song's video include future documentary subject Wade Robson. This song's video premiered in a simulcast on MTV, VH1, BET and following the "Saturdays of Thunder" Season 3 episode of The (*) Simpsons, supposedly garnering a worldwide audience of 500 million people. For the album version of this track, a new intro skit was recorded with video star Macaulay Culkin. Building on the success of Terminator 2, this song's video features a sequence where Tyra Banks' face morphs into various other faces. For 10 points, name this Michael Jackson track from the Dangerous album whose chorus declares, "But if you're thinking about my baby / It don't matter if you're" either of the title characteristics. 
ANSWER: "Black or White"
 
5. One of the final shots in this film is a spotlight of a face looking up at three palm trees while flashing back to people saying "You're irreplaceable." Brendan Boyle's correct takedown of this film in the Los Angeles Review of Books asks, "Is it possible for a premise to be both sleekly intuitive and overdeveloped?" A character in this film receives a book on French cooking as a 🎣 retirement gift, and proceeds to make recipes from it while another character is being interviewed for beauty tips prior to a New Years Eve broadcast. This film opens with an image of an egg being fried before cutting down to a top-down shot of a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame. During a blood-soaked final sequence in this film, the audio flashes back to a character declaring, "Too bad her boobs aren't in the middle of her face instead of that nose." A crowd yells, "Shoot the (*) monster!" at the climax of this film, after the title character protrudes a breast out of an orifice. A fitness program hosted by one character in this film is taken over by another character played by Margaret Qualley. For 10 points, name this 2024 body horror film where Demi Moore's character uses the title stuff to create a younger version of herself.
ANSWER: The Substance
 
6. One character in this game continually tries to press physical playing cards to a monitor displaying a computer version of Solitaire. The first playable section of this game has you pushing an empty water cooler tank to the side of the room so you can jump out of an open window, landing in a bus. After beating this game, you're sent to a special /over URL on its website where you can send a self-addressed, stamped envelope to get goodies from developer 🎣 Coal Supper. A statue that briefly comes alive in a park in this game honors "Dr. Bumbum." This game ends with a character asking you to help retrieve his missing "mayoral mustard." One early task in this game has you massacring one of two flowers declaring, "I love you" to accomplish a lawn mowing task. Near the end of this game, a character with a cone-shaped head is made to feel better about his life by the equally big-headed Big Ron. Menus in this game use stock footage of (*) Thatcher-era factories and mines. For 10 points, name this 2024 indie comedy game set in the British industrial town of Barnsworth where you help out various people who use the title phrase.
ANSWER: Thank Goodness You're Here
 
7. Late in this film, the camera slowly zooms in past a sealed toilet seat after the protagonist flushes the toilet a few times while operating a drill. Peter Keough called a scene in this film where the protagonist, in a raincoat, embraces a woman wearing only white socks as "the saddest love scene in movies." It's not One Flew Over the Cuckoo's Nest, but only the opening sequence of this film, filmed on location at San Francisco's Union Square, was captured by cinematographer 🎣 Haskell Wexler before he was fired from the production. On the show floor of a convention in this film, one character makes a harmonica sound and then acts like he's just caught his wife having an affair. A pivotal scene in this film comes when the protagonist uses a device to decode a line of dialogue where it's revealed The (*) Director would "kill us if he got the chance." The Director's assistant is played by a young Harrison Ford in this film. This film ends with the protagonist Harry R. Caul having torn up his home and destroyed a figure of the Virgin Mary in a failed attempt to find a bug. For 10 points, name this Francis Ford Coppola film about audio surveillance.
ANSWER: The Conversation
 
8. The director on the second film in this series was nicknamed George Comatose due to his agreeing to every demand of it star. Director Russell Mulcahy was supposedly forced to fire guys who "don't look right" from the set of the third film in this franchise if they were over 5 feet 10 inches tall.  The second film in this franchise prompted the Soviets to fund an answer film titled 🎣 Solo Voyage, the last state-funded anti-American Soviet film. While speaking to technicians prior to giving his "Terrorists, be on notice" speech following the hijacking of TWA Flight 847, Ronald Reagan claimed that "now I know what to do next time" after having seen the second film in this franchise. Reagan would later send Andrew Vajna and Mario Kassar, producers on that sequel, a signed photo stating "[This Franchise's Title Character] Is a Republican." The Japanese subtitle of the second film in this series, (*) "Ikari No Dasshutsu", was co-opted by SNK for Ikari Warriors, a series that was pretty much identical to these films. This series' star backed out of a parody of it where George Newman imagines himself rescuing Michael Richards' Stanley Spadowsk near the end of Weird Al's masterpiece, UHF. For 10 points, name this series of films whose third entry features the protagonist helping the Mujahideen in Afghanistan and which stars Sylvester Stallone.
ANSWER: Rambo
 
9. Some of the scenes in this film were shot at the University of Aberdeen, the alma mater of the director, who had earlier made Stan & Ollie. A character in this film played by Togo Igawa declares, "Not too bad" following a business meeting in his office. The protagonist of this film spends several minutes trying to find someone to take him to the ELORG building. At one point in this film, the protagonist's wife is visited at their company, 🎣 Bullet-Proof, and told to tell her husband to leave one country immediately. Early in this film, the protagonist tells a Japanese banker how he rejected an offer for $500,000 from Robert Maxwell, who is played by Roger Allam. Early in this film, the protagonist fails to make a splash with a Go-themed product at the (*) Consumer Electronics Show. As part of the publicity campaign for this film, a website recreated an Electronika 60 version of the title subject of this film. This film, which is divided into sections called Levels, features a stupid car chase where the car is pixelated when it takes damage on the way to the Moscow airport. For 10 points, name this Apple TV+ film about the battle to secure the handheld rights to a Soviet puzzle game.
ANSWER: Tetris
 
10. One of the two leads of this show declares that they will "die at the same exact time, even if we’re miles apart—our hearts will just know." An episode of this show that features an off-duty clown gravely injuring himself opens with one of the leads not being able to deliver jokes about his Hustle-loving father's mustache because that father shaved it off. Characters on this show often hang out at a bar where they watch 🎣 Mort Crim deliver his Chump of the Week. A "mom lawyer" on this show goes into graphic detail about the Simpsons porn she discovered her son watching while the protagonists unsuccessfully attempt to collect the money needed to pay for insurance that production assistant Lea needs. Kevin Nash guest stars as (*) "Big Hank," who escapes from a "nut house" in an episode of this show that opens with the protagonists having to remove the fat jokes in their pitch for a spot for a store for husky boys. Chris Powell plays security guard Ned at the building where the Cramblin-Duvet firm has their offices in this show. For 10 points, name this two-season Comedy Central show starring Sam Richardson and Tim Robinson who run an ad agency in the title city.
ANSWER: Detroiters
 
11. Amy Nicholson's review of this film in the New York Times argues that a joke about a Discman with a Spin Doctors CD in it reveals this film's true target demographic. One character in this film has a dead grandmother whom another character jokes was into "nip stuff" and who had a secret "BDSM room." This film opens with a prologue set at the Manhattan 🎣 Adventurers Society where a phonograph is slowly playing. The backstory of this film's chief antagonist is told during a visit to Dr. Hubert Wartzki, played by Patton Oswalt. One character in this film is introduced playing a game of chess at a park and constantly holds a matchbook symbolizing the tenement fire that she and her family died in. A character in this film is prohibited from participating in the title group after her age is highlighted by Mayor (*) Walter Peck. In this film, Paul Rudd's character Gary Grooberson brings the audience up to speed by reminding them that he had been a science teacher in Oklahoma in the previous installment. This film was marketed as being a return to a firehouse set used in an original that co-starred Ernie Hudson. For 10 points, name this 2024 film, a sequel to Afterlife that brings back Bill Murray as Dr. Peter Venkman.
ANSWER: Ghostbusters: Frozen Empire [prompt on partial answer]
 
12. A film often incorrectly hailed as being the first of these types of films got an "Aircraft Swing Shifters' Premiere" at 2 am as part of a successful ploy to show the picture 24 hours per day in Los Angeles. The first feature-film of this type was probably an adaptation of Robinson Crusoe that ran for 18 years in Moscow starting in 1941. A 2006 festival celebrating these types of films restored one whose third act centers on Johnny Kisco attempting to save his partner from an avalanche; Kisco owns the Klondike Club in that film, 🎣 Those Redheads from Seattle. Jack Warner scheduled a special early screening so that his picture could edge out Columbia's Man in the Dark to be the first of these films to get an LA premiere. A film primarily marketed as being one of these films features a character named Jarrod who falls in love with the figures of Marie Antoinette and Joan of Arc. A film often touted as the first of these films starred (*) Vincent Price and is titled House of Wax. As audiences started rejecting these films, an ad for Kiss Me Kate boasted, "NOW see it without special glasses!" For 10 points, name these films which employ a technology still used to upcharge you to see dimmer showings where characters pop out of the screen.
ANSWER: 3-D films [accept Natural Vision]
 
13. A Sid Meier game based on this event resulted in a stern talking to from Meier's father and centered on a participant in this event firing missiles at the player. Victor L. Tomseth and John W. Limbert sat for interviews for a 2022 HBO documentary about this event. A program that first aired during this event originally featured 20-minute updates from Frank Reynolds. A book titled for 🎣 "Guests" about this event documents how one participant in it, Richard Queen, was a wargamer, and was written by Mark Bowden. To cover this event, ABC News established Nightline. Despite later making a factual mistake in an interview that would have gotten her a neg five on this question, Laurie Anderson originally based "O Superman" in part on the failed (*) Operation Eagle Claw rescue mission during this event. A film centering on this event unjustly won best picture after its director was supposedly snubbed for Best Director in 2012. For 10 points, name this event that's the subject of the Ben Affleck film Argo.
ANSWER: Iran Hostage Crisis [prompt on Iranian Revolution]
 
14. In an interview with the podcast The Business, this film's director related how its distinct look came from hand-painted background inspired by "a Monet painting in a Miyazaki forest." After a character in this film declares that he forgot to say something before he left, an elderly character voiced by Bill Nighy responds, "Maybe they heard it anyway. Sometimes hearts have their own conversations." Near the end of this film the title character asks for a 🎣 rating of between 1 and 10, a callback to an earlier effort to complete a task. During a brutal snowstorm in this film, the characters reach a peace settlement when a bear voiced by Mark Hamill agrees to not eat anyone. The protagonist of this film is instructed on the ways of mothering by Pinktail, a jaded (*) opossum with a brood of death-obsessed children. This film is based on a series of books by Peter Brown. This film ends with a scene set in a greenhouse run by Universal Dynamics, previously seen in a scene where Brightbill leads the other geese to freedom. For 10 points, name this 2024 animated film where Lupita Nyong'o voices the title character, Roz.
ANSWER: The Wild Robot

15. A sidequest in this game involves you having to successfully answer a quiz question on what type of pillow is owned by the mayor of a town obsessed with a rare type of fish. In a battle near the end of this game, the player must break the correct cup belonging to one of several doppelgangers, identifiable only by watching their attack motions. The funniest line of dialog in this game centers on a sidekick wondering why you don’t have the ability to pass through prison bars. One character in this game with the weird name of  Dulles finds a good hiding spot in a desert level but then falls through a hole in the roof. Dulles is a member of a group called IDLE in this game. A side quest in this game has you retrieving a spyglass that belonged to a character's father, who has the amusing name of Patriarc. Only an Ampberry can recover the player from getting the Glohm status ailment in this game. Players in this game use a cannon to discover and then blast-off to floating islands from their portable homebase of (*) Shipshape Island. This game is set in the land of Concordia, which is being threatened by Zokket, a big-bad who late in the game kidnaps Bowser Jr. For 10 points, name this Switch entry in an RPG series starring two plumbers.
ANSWER: Mario and Luigi: Brothership [prompt on partial answer]

16. One character in this film explains that his business gets "a lot of crazy ass foreigners, mostly" and notes that everyone wants to try out the Barettas because they heard about them from Die Hard. This film's screenplay was co-written by the director of the first four episodes of Baby Reindeer, Weronika Tofilska. One character in this film is introduced while 🎣unclogging a toilet at a business owned by a character who shares her name. A character in this film is almost arrested when her cat starts licking blood from another character who has been rolled up in a carpet stuck behind the couch. During a surreal sequence in a competition in Las Vegas in this film, one of the leads vomits out the other lead. The New Mexico (*) gym where the protagonist of this film works is owned by her estranged father, who is wanted by the FBI for his dealings across the Mexican border. Early in this film, Lou Langston offers steroids to Jackie Cleaver. For 10 points, name this 2024 film co-starring Kirsten Stewart's character Lou starts a romantic relationship with a bodybuilder played by Katy O'Brian.
ANSWER: Love Lies Bleeding
 
17. This company operates a "test area" near its headquarters in Leawood, Kansas. This company's CEO, who is not a fan of wearing pants on Zoom calls, had earlier come up with the idea of the Franklin Club and the world's largest T-Shirt canon for the 76ers. An idea for expanding this company's loyalty program was on a list shown by 🎣 Dalian Wanda CEO Wang Jianlin to its incoming CEO. This company introduced a 1.5-pound pretzel called the Bavarian Legend. This company's 2016 acquisition of UCI and Carmike helped make it the largest business in its industry. In March 2022, this company's CEO Adam Aron announced a strange investment into a literal (*) gold mine in Nevada. Private equity firm Silver Lake Partners benefited from a short squeeze on this non-videogame company in 2021. This company hired Nicole Kidman for a series of ads where she sits alone in one of their franchises. For 10 points, name this meme stock and movie theater chain.
ANSWER: AMC Theatres [or AMC Entertainment Holdings]
 
18. The funniest bit in a not-yet-aired We Hate Movies episode on this film concerns a visit to Dick's Drive-In and examines why a 15-year-old would be obsessed with a birthday corsage. One title character in this film laughs uproariously while watching a TV broadcast of the Ronald Reagan film Bedtime for Bonzo. One of the funniest lines for 🎣 Melinda Dillon's character in this film is to ask her husband for a word "before the Carson Show calls." A character in this film destroys a storefront display of televisions after seeing news footage of a friend accosting a biker for lying before reuniting in an Emerald City Trash dumpster. Several scenes in this film show one of the title characters bending the roof of the family station wagon with his head. It's not The Predator, but Kevin Peter Hall played one of the title characters of this film, alongside three puppeteers. The patriarch of this film works at his father's sporting equipment store in (*) Seattle where he sells another character 20 extremely large bullets to hunt a character who is revealed to have a family who lives with him in the woods. For 10 points, name this 1987 film starring John Lithgow as the patriarch of the title family, who early in the film crashes his car into Bigfoot.
ANSWER: Harry and the Hendersons [accept Bigfoot and the Hendersons]
 
19. A Bloomberg Businessweek cover story pegged to the release of this episode opened by describing the creator's reaction to the Macy's Thanksgiving Day parade and described a temporary shortage of toys made by Moose. A character in this episode wonders why a farmer wouldn't want his sons to be drafted into the army after being read a version of "The 🎣 old man lost his horse." One character in this episode uses her phone to inform a police officer that it's legal to ignore a car seat provision when there are four children in a car. This episode is referenced in a flash-forward sequence at the end of the next episode, "The Surprise." A coin gets stuck in a slot for a telescope at a lookout in this episode, which is then unjammed by a couple who yearn for a (*) house with a pool in it. Most of this episode centers on the prep for a wedding of Radley and Frisky. For 10 points, name this extra-long episode of Bluey, titled for an object that Bandit rips out of the front yard when he decides to abandon a plan to sell the Heeler's house.
ANSWER: "The Sign"
 
20. This film was composer Joseph Capalbo's first credited screen role, which the audience learns during a spare credits sequence scored only to the sound of scraping windshield wipers. A character described as "Hellen Keller" in this film walks in to see his ice cream and candy shop smashed up because his two employees didn't cooperate in making a phone call. Near the end of this film, one character notes how that in America no one cares about what names 🎣 mean and corrects the pronunciation of another character's use of the word touché.  A Talk of the Town in The New Yorker went into the difficulties of shooting in front of real patrons at the Tatiana Grill on the Brighton Beach boardwalk when making this film. One character in this film, a priest, interrupts a baptism when he learned that his godson has secretly gotten (*) married in Las Vegas to a woman who he met at a business called Headquarters. The second act of this film centers on a long search for Vanya, the son of a Russian tycoon. For 10 points, name this 2024 film directed by Sean Baker about the title sex worker played by Mikey Madison.
ANSWER: Anora
